The appli-
cant must appear in person at the Co-
minion Lands Agency or Bub-agency
for the district. Entiry by proxy may
be made at any sgency, on certaim
conditions by father, mother, som,
daunghler, brother or sister of intending
homesteader.

Daties—Six monthe’ residence uponm
and cultivation of the land in each of
tbree years. A homesteader may live
within pine miles of his Lomestead cn
a farm of at least 80 acrea solely owned
and occupied by him or by his father
mother, son, daughter, brother or eis
ter.

In certain districts 8 homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre
