Once a year

some half a hundred of these young men

are turned loose, some to go at once into

civil life, some to spend a few years in

gleepy forts and garrisons, and then

make a break for activity, while others,

after passing s lifetime in the military

service, at 64 are retired with the rank of

major or lieutenant colonel. If they are

very fortunate they may reach to the com-

mand of a regiment, a position attained

in war time by many a youngster of 23 or
24 years of age.

Much. interest attaches to West Point
beyond that felt in the Military academy.
Every schoolboy lingers over the story of
Arnold and Andre, “‘Gustavus” and ‘“‘John
Anderson,” and the three Continentals
who captured Andre, and their noble self
sacrifice in not selling their country for
the yellow metal. Perhaps not one in
twenty who have read thie story of Ar-
nold's treason, of the capture and execu-
tion of an accomplished young British
officer, really understands the strategic
importance of West Point to both the

British and the Americans duriz i
.revolutionary war.

It became at once an object with the
Americans to blockade the river to the
enemy’s ships. Ewgineer officers reported
that for this purpose the highlands
West Point furnished admirab!
