The budget, it was announced by 

the Premier yesterday, will be brought 
down on Tuesday next. In the mean­
time the legislature is busily occupied 
with the routine of legislation in the 
house and important committee meet­
ings, which are being held almost 
every night and forenoon. “An Ordi­
nance Regarding Drainage,” one of 
the larger government measures of the 
session, was lucidly explained by Hon. 
Mr. Cushing and referred to com­
mittee of the whole on Saturday. The 
Compensation Act will come up on 
Tuesday next.

H011. Mr. Finlay, the minister of 
agriculture, whose long connection 
with the farming and ranching in­
terests of the country has given him 
such a wide interest in the agricul­
tural community of the province, had 
tlie pleasure yesterday of seeing his 
Seed Grain Act expeditiously put 
through the House. This measure is 
undoubtedly one of tlie most vital and 
interesting of the session, meeting too 
with general approval, and offers a 
solution of the seed-grain problem.

This Act was given its second and 
third readings yesterday and will, with 
His Honor’s assent, to-day become 
law. It was considered in com­
mittee of tlie whole house and report­
ed with amendments, then expediti­
ously given the two readings.

This undertaking by tlie provincial 
government in the interests of Alber­
ta’s farmers is one of real magnitude, 
involving the expenditure of $440,000 
advanced by the Federal government, 
and which must be repaid with 5 per 
cent, interest on or before March 31, 
I90S. Any portion of this debt re­
maining unpaid at that date immedi­
ately becomes a charge upon any 
subsidy, allowance or money payable 
by the Government ot Canada to the 
provincial government.

As this undertaking on the part of 
tlie local government involves such a 
large sum and the credit of the pro­
vince is pledged to that amount, the 
Act just passed makes stringent pro­
visions- for repayment. This has 
been found necessary, as in the past 
when sin nil advances were made by_ 
the government ter seed-grem,- the 
repayments were" slow, embarrassing­
ly slow.

* Section 3 of tile Act provides that 
the amount agreed to be paid by any 
applicant for seed-grain in considera­
tion of the advance to him by the 
government of such seed-grain; to­
gether with interest thereon at the 
rate of five per cent, per annum shall, 
until paid, be a charge upon any pro­
perty, real or personal, of the appli­
cant, whether in the province or else-, 
where; having priority over all other 
liens, charges and encumbrances 
thereon, and being capable of enforce­
ment by seizure and sale of such 
property upon default in payment of 
the said amount.

Will Buy Seed Here.
The provisions of the bill and its 

bearings were well threshed out in 
the agricultural committee of the 
House, the different members evincing 
the liveliest interest in the Act. Hon. 
Mr. Finlay announced that as much 
good seed-grain as could possibly be 
had in Alberta at a fair price would 
be bought here. It is anticipated 
that there is more than sufficient 
wheat in the, province for seed, but 
that there is not more than half the 
quantity of good oats wanted- Should 
this latter prove the case, or if the 
farmers hold out for more than a fair 
price, a good grade of oats will be im­
ported into the province.

Fred T. Cromwell, tlie well known 
timber prospector, who arrived in the 
city several days ago from New York, 
leaves in the morning for the coast, 
where he will remain for tlie next two 
weeks. Mr. Cromwell has been doing 
a great deal of immigration work dur­
ing the past few weeks and is enthusi- 
«udic. over. tlie. prospects .for .Alberta, 
in the next two years.. At Winnipeg 
he met a party of over seventy Aim 
ericans who were eagerly looking for 
information with reference to the dis­
tricts along the Pembina, and the 
Mucleod west of the city. Mr. Crom­
well knows this section as a book and 
was therefore able to give a good idea 
from ohe on the spot. As a result of 
liis representations a large number of 
those to whom he was speaking are 
coming to Edmonton this spring.

After visiting Vancouver Mr. Crom­
well is going to Seattle and Oregon,, 
where he intends to continue the im­
migration work he has been doing.

From liis knowledge of the smaller 
towns of the states bordering on the- 
Canadian frontier and others from 
which people are coming to Canada, 
Mr. Cromwell thinks there are thous­
ands oi well-to-do Americans who 
would come to this district to live if 
the merits of the Edmonton district 
were set out by a committee of busi­
ness men and level-headed farmers 
who would make a tour of these towns 
and set out the merits of this country.

“Immigration literature is doing 
great good,” he said, “but if a com­
mittee of level-headed men made a 
trip through the States the result 
would be that hundreds of monied 
young farmers and others would pour 
into the country.

“I was an American but all my in­
terests are now in Canada. I know 
what I am talking about by mingling 
with the people of these United States 
towns. They are eager to find more 
about Alberta, its soil, its climate and 
what available land there is.

"These people have small farms now 
which they cannot increas’e. A quar­
ter section of the magnificent land of 
Alberta seems a mint to those who 
have heal’d about it.

“All that is needed is to have 
brought before them the successes ot 
those who have settled here and the 
result will be"a bigger rush of settlers.

“When I was in a Kansas town re­
cently I gave an address to the peo­
ple who were looking toward Alberta 
as a field for immigration and though 
I pointed out the hardships of pioneer 
life they were enthused with the pros­
pects of Sunny Alberta and already a 
number have moved to this country.”

Mr. < Cromwell is enthusiastic over 
liis idea of boosting this portion of Ed­
monton and is talking it up to all with 
whom he comes in contact. This 
morning he discussed the question 
with a number of local business men 
and all looked with much favor on 
the. eugegstion.

Northern Express Into Prince Albert 
is Train of Sleighs.

Prince Albert, Sask., Feb. 20—Every 
day at noon, there pulls into Prince 
Albert the Northern Express with 
160,000 feet of lumber and 7,000 feet 
of lath. This engine is built for run­
ning on ice roads and the lumber is 
loaded on large sleighs which run in 
ice grooves prepared . at considerable 
trouble. So fàr the Sturgeon Lake 
Lumber company have brought in 
about three million feet of lumber 
from their mill, 32 miles north of 
Prince Albert. The Northern Express 
is the only railroad of its kind in Can­
ada and is being examined with much 
interest by western lumbermen.

Enormous Quantities of Hay and Oats 
To Be Placed in Supply Houses 

* Along Route of G. T. P. to Wolf 
Creek—One Hundred Teams Re­
quired for Work.

(From Friday’s Bulletin.)
One hundred teams and men are 

now required Dy the contracting firm 
of Foley, Welsh & Stewart to freight 
supplies out to the supply houses 
along the line of the G.T.P. west of 
the city.

, Twelve teams are already at work 
and a foreman at Stony Plain, from 
which point the freighting begins, is 
prepared to employ all the men with 
teams that he can secure. About 1,500 
tons of supplies, consisting mostly of 
hay and oats, are to be taken out to 
the different supply depots along the 
right of w ay .between Edmonton and 
Wolf Creek for the use of the graders.

Geo. Hardie, who has charge of the 
arrangements of purchasing and 
transporting these supplies, is in the 
city at present. To a Bulletin repre­
sentative this morning he stated that 
the company wished to employ these 
teams from Edmonton. If they could 
not get them, they would he forced 
to go to Hardisty and bring some 
from there to do this work.

The supplies, consisting of food for 
both horses and men, are purchased 
in Edmonton and shipped out on the 
C.N.R. to Stony Plain. Large ware­
houses or supply depot are now being 
erected" at Stony Plain, at Lobstick 
lake, 85 miles west of the city, and 
at Carrot Creek, 109 miles west of the 
city. The supplies will be freighted 
out to these depots before the grading 
work commences in the spring. As 
there iis à muskeg near Carrot Creek, 
it is necessary to tranport all the 
Height fo this farthest west depot be­
fore the frost comes out of the ground.

Remarkable Amendment Asked For 
By Lethbridge Municipal Law 
Committee of Legislature Con­
sider a General Early Closing By- 
Law, But No Agreement Reached 
By Solicitors. /The Manchester House

(Established 1886) (From Friday’s Bulletin.)
An Act providing that the city of 

Lethbridge should ba Ireed from all 
suits for damages was one of the 
amendments to the Lethbridge char­
ter asked for by the council and 
which was discussed by the committee 
of the legislature on municipal law 
last evening in the basement of the 
Legislative Hall. The committee re­
fused to report this amendment. A 
rather long list of technical amend­
ments to the Lethbridge charter were 
asked for, Alderman Ives and -"City 
Solicitor Çonnybeare urging the 
necessity of these amendments on the 
committee. Among others, Leth­
bridge asked for power to pass an 
early closing by-law. This was dis­
cussed at some length by the com­
mittee and the milter was referred to 
the city solicitors of the different 
cities who wer*'present, to see if a 
general early closing law to apply to 
all the cities in the province could 
not be granted. After a conference 
the solicitors reported that they could 
not agree and the matter was ac­
cordingly left in abeyance, power 
being given Lstiibridge to enact such 
a law if they saw fit.-

The bill asking for amendments to 
the city charter of Stratheona was 
also discussed. City Solicitor Jamie­
son appeared on behalf of Stratheona 
to press the claims of that city. The 
amendments dealt largely with minor 
extensions of the power,of the city 
and were mostly granted and the bill 
was reported.

This concludes the labors of. the 
municipal committee until Monday 
evening, when the question of the ex­
tension of tlie limits of the city of 
Edmonton will finally be decided.

The Company 
pays half the expense of removal and 
this practically amounts to a charge of 
padding the pay rolls. An investigation 
will be held which will likely result 
in the abolition of "pill boxes” as thé 
tiny sleighs used are called and cause 
a reform in the patronage system of hir­
ing laborers as it is alleged most of the 
men are founding loafing.
