I Newfoundland Herring
Newfoundland herring of Scotch 

cure continues to sell in a fair way in 
j New York at prices which the most 
( sanguine operators would not have
ventured to predict during the lull of
the early spring. Sizes have made little 
difference in qdotations. Well packed 
fat fish bring from $11 to $14, despite 
the olw prices of spring herring of the 
same cure. Many operators have been 
forced, because of the inferior quality 
of this spring-caught fish, to sell at 
from $6.60 to $8, while the more for­
tunate have been getting for the same 
kind of fish more carefully packed up 
to $10 and $10.50. Much of the spring 
fish has been of fair quality; much of 
it would have brought very much 
higher prices had it been packed 
better. It is estimated that the week’s 
business at this “off season" has to­
talled more than 700 barrels. While 
little business is reported on the West 
Side, operators in the southern dis­
trict <>f the city, as well as on the East 
Side, have had steady trading. The 
recent arrivals have not been as heavy , 
as those of the earlier season and, 
according to operators, the carry-over 
will not be nearly so large as was at 
first believed. It is doubtful .if the 
early fall season will find more than 
10,000 barrels in New York—there may 
be considerably less. Higher prices 
are anticipated in the fall, even though 
the market for Scotch herring weak­
ens considerably. One of the largest 
operators in New York is sponsor for 
the statement that Newfoundland her­
ring is likely to advance to $15 alld 
$17—the high prices of last year—at 
the opening of the active period.

The fact that Newfoundland herring 
of Scotch cure stands up better in hot 
weather than imported Scotch pack­
ed herring, is given as the reason why 
this grade continues to sell well at 
this time of the year at good prices.
It is argued by prominent factors in 
the trade who are handling large quan­
tities of Newfoundland herring that 
the keeping qualities of well-packed 
fish have been put to the test of the 
most severe weather in years in New 
York, and comparatively few barrels 
have deteriorated. It was contended a 
year ago that the keeping qualities of 
Newfoundland herring were inferior. 
Few transactions are recorded for the 
week, but the high prices reported 
heretofore during July and August are 
maintained firmly. Sales at prices up 
to $15.50 have been made in certain 
quarters, while others claim that $10 
is the best price obtainable. It ap­
pears that goods which have been 
carefully selected as to size of fish 
sell more readily than the ordinary-» • 
illy-selected Scotch packed goods 7 
with which this market was glutted ! 
during last fall. Much of the fish 
that is bringing high prices today 
failed to sell last winter, when there 
was a fair market for Newfoundland 
herring. New spring herring, ac­
cording to operators, is bringing only 
$7 and seldom more than $8, regard­
less of the size of the fish.—N. Y. Fish­
ing Gazette, Aug. 26.
