The fact was
that Livingstone had found the lake
4,000 fect above the level of the sea, in
a country remarkable for extreme flat-
ness,

At Uijiji, to which Livingstone was
forced by the Banian slaves, he heard
that kirk was in the hands of the chief
of the Banians, who have the Cus-
tom House and all the public revenue
entirely in their power, and who had, on
account of this latter fact, kept Kirk
from reporting Livingstone's losses to
the Foreign Office. Kirk’s action in al:
lowing himself to be thus overcome was
most reprehensible, and left Livingstone
without any security to properiy or per-
son, and in the hands of savages who
might have taken hig life at any mo-
ment.
