CANADA AND THE AIRSHIP FLEET

In‘a lecture in this city Mr, Frederic
Villiers, the war correspondent and
artist, suggested that Canada  should
do its part in contributing to the de-
fence of the empire by organizing .a
fleet of airships.

Wilrid Laurier very eloquently ®aid.

What good will a fleet or airships
trained at Ottawa or Halifax or Cal-
gary do when Great Britain is at war.
Theére will be no chance to get them
into action- here.

The Albertan believes that the time
has,come for Canada to do some_thlng
to protect itself in time of war and
relieve the mother country of-addition-
al burdens, and even go to the length
of lending. aid to the mother count¥
when needed. To do that it can or-
ganize a na\; which wi'l do the se-r-
vice  very well and eventually be¥a
credit to, the country.
