The affair was the outcome of much
feeling aroused lately ©betyeen the
Government's supporters and the min-
ority. The Government had desired
to close Parliament today for the
holiday recess, and this was resisted

by the minority on the ground that
the chamber should discuss the bud-
get.

The feeling was intensified when
the revisionist, Deputy Gauthier, made
a savage attack on the Government
for its laxity in proser ting parties
connected with the Hualer: scandal.
Even worse than this scandal, he de-
clared, was the state of anarchy ex-
isting with the courts, within the
police and within the Government. Ha
called on Minister Valle for an ex-
planation of the affair, and the Min-
ister of Justice made an emphatic re-
joinder, declaring that the scandals
of the republic were far less than
those of the empire which still lived
in memory. He closed with the as-
sertion that Frederick Humbert had
been a Boulangist deputy.

This immediately threw the chom-
ber into violent tumult, the members
of the Right shouting indignant de-
nials. Amidst the din Deputy Cout-
ant, Socialist, exclaimed that Minister
Valle's statement was a lie, and was
known to be a falsification of facts.
President Bourgeois sought to restore
order, but in vain.

M. Syveton, a Nationalist member,
made his way toward the ministers and
addressed them with angry impreca-
tions. The friends of the ministers
and members of the left precipitated
themselves into the space before the
Tribune toward M. Syveton, and
the latter was soon seconded by scores
of deputies from the Right. The two
angry elements surged back and forth
exchanging blows with clenched fists,
and for several minutes this scene of
riotous confusion continued. Premier
Combes susptcnded the session, but
Deputy Coutant already held the
tribune and refused to vacate it. The
Premier appealed to President Bour-
geois, who ordered M. Coutant to
descend, but the later again refused,
M. Combes withdrew, and four guards
were summoned to conduect M. Coutant
from the tribune.

Afterward the chamber, by a decisive
majority of 326 votes to 136, adopted an
order of the day, expressing confidence
in the Government.

AN LLTIMATUM
SENT VENEZUELA

Mr. Balfour’s Announcement in
the Commons—Germany Act-
ing With Britain.

London, Dec. 8. — Premier Balfour
announced in the House of Commons
today that an ultimatum had been sent
to Venezuela, and that, in the event
of a satisfactory reply not being re-
ceived, the British and German Gov-
ernments will take measures to enforce
their claims against that country.

The joint naval demonstration of
Britain and Germany 2gainst Ven-
ezu=la has now begun in earnest. Con-
sequently, no credence need be at-
tached to the reports about a secret
Venezuelan mission to Europe. Noth-
ing is known of it in Berlin, and Ger-
muny would, besides, be just as lit-
tle inclined as Britain is to pay any
serious attention to such overtures.

The Berlin correspondent of the
Morning Post asserts that the British
and German ultimatums are practical-
ly identical in form. They will set
forth the claims of the respect-
ive ecountries. and will allow the
briefest possible period for a reply
from Venezuela. President Castro’'s
unconditional acceplance, accompanied
by adequate guarantees for the ful-
fillment of the demands, will alone
avert naval action. A dispatch to the
Daily. Mail from Jamaica says that all
the Venezuclan warships will be seized
if Presidernit Castro does not satisfy the
demands made upon him by Great
Britain and Germany.

ITALTIAN CRUISERS GET READY.

A special dispatch from Rome says
that two station cruisers have been
ordered to be put into commission for
immediate active service. These ves-
gels, the dispatch adds, are thought
to be going to Venezuela. It is be-
lieved in London that the report of
the preparation of the Italian cruisers
arises from the fact that Italy has
claims against Venezuela, and that a
delegate of President Castro was in
Rome this week endeavoring to reach
an agreement with the Government in
the matter of these claims.

GERMAN NAVAL MOVEMENTS.

A Berlin dispatch says: Bon Tir-
pitz, the admiralty secretary, has In-
formed a member of the United States
embassy that the German cruisers
Amazone, Ariadne and Niobe are posi-
tively not going to the West Indies,
and semi-officlal statements in Kiel
and Wilhelmshaven papers have ex-
plained that the cruisers are not going
| across the Atlantic, because the naval
law of 1900 requires that six small
cruisers shall remain attached to the
first squadron of battleships.

ASSOUAN DAM
OPENED TODAY

A Signal Proof of Enlightened
Methods of {reat Bri-
tain’s Policy.

London, Dec. 8.—The opening of the
;Assouan dam by the Duke of Con-
‘naught today will be a signal proof of
the enlightened methods of British
. policy. Britain was drawn into Egypt
by the necessity for protecting the
navigable waterway to India, and was
compelled to remain in spite of Mr.
Gladstone’s pledges that the occupation
would be temporary. The permanency
of British occupation has been justified

by the thorough reform of administra-
tion and by the marvelous improve-
ment of the condition of the popula-
tion.

The Assouan dgam and the Assiout
barrage are monuments of British en-
gineering skill and progressive policy.
These great works, which have cost
between £20,000,000 and £25,000,000
will systematize irrigation, impart se-
{curity to crops and stability to har-
| vests, and widen the area of the Nile

lands under cultivation. The annual
flood, with the fertilized silt and soil,
has already passed, and the sluices of
the Assouan dam are now closell for
the storage of water until March 1.

The sluices will then be opened grad-
ually, and for four months there will
be a good head of water in the Treery
irrigating canal for the use of culti-
vators. The water scarcity caused by
a low Nile will be avoided, and a gtrcat
increase in the "agricultural resources
of Egypt will be brougiat about.

The Nile will be held™wp_by a dam
one hundred feet thick at the'basg, snd
the valley above it will be flooded for
fifty miles. Experts, making a striking
comparison, calculate that the
voir will hold water enough for a year's
full supply to every town and vilage in
the United Kingdom. The engineeiing
works also include an open weir or bar-
rage at Assiout, a long wayr down the
Nile, by which the distribution of water
from the great reservoir is secured over
a large area. These costly works, plan-
ned by Sir Benjamin Baker,financed by
Lord Cromer, and constructed by &ir
John Aird, demonstrate a new genins
of the British people for ordering the
progress of semi-civilized :aces.
