‘that the imported harvesters had
.suffered “great distresg and degrada-
tion.”* A committee of seven was
_‘appointed to interview the immigra-
ition authorities and the men propose
.to march to the Labor Temple this
evening, requesting support of the
Winnipeg Trades and Labor Council,
‘and also the moral backing of the
Central Labor Coungcil O. B. U.

A deputation will also be sent to
Frank Hodges, Labor member cf the
-British House of Commons, on his
'‘arrival in Winnipeg today. He will
ibe urged to take grievances advanrced
by the men before the responsible
_authorities,

A number of the harvesters related
their experiences since arrival in Can-
.ada. They charged that inducements
offered to men before embarking in

. England had been very inviting, but
on reaching their destination in West-
ern Canada they had discovered that
in many instances the farmers did not
‘require any help, or sgain that inex-
perienced harvesters were not desired.
#Several speakers complained of work~
:ing on farms for a number of days, only
‘to be summarily discharged without
receiving any wages for their labor.
Their purses depleted, they had been
Jeft stranded, and in some cases the
men asserted they had been forced to
“walk for miles to the nearest city.

“It is up to the people who brought
us over to fulfill their promises, or else
.get us out of here,” salll one of the
‘speakers. “For one I am fed up with
the whole busipess, and while I eame
wover prepared to do any kind of work,
I refuse to be buffeted about like a
common chattel.”

DISASTER OVERTOOK TOKIO.
Special Cable to The Advertiser

Osaka, Japan, Sept. 4—My last
sight of Tokio was at 3 p.m. on Sat-
urday. At that time, in the midst of
unchecked fires and repeated shocks,
I saw people trying vainly to reach
safety, heedless of hundreds of
corpses in the streets. :

The disaster had come upon Tokio
about three hours earlier.

The first shock was felt at a little
before noon on Saturday. The center
of the quake was then believed to
have been at the bottom of the sea
near Oshima Island, about fifty miles
southwest of us. It came in the form
of a dozen terrible, vertical four-inch
wave movements, the earth beneath
us rising and falling.

Almost Completely Destroyed.

Within an hour the quakes had
somewhat subsided, but tremors con-
tinued. A disastrous conflagration
followed the shaking to pieces of
Tokio and Yokohama. Yokusuka was
almost completely destroyed, as were
the districts of Cieba, Kangawa, Shi-
zuoka and Saitama.

The extent of the damage and
casualties was at first incalculable.
At the time I estimated that nearly
200,000 houses had been destroyed !n
Tokio and that a like number of in-
habitants had been killeq and in-
jured.

The crown prince’s palace, nearly
all the buildings of our government,
the Bank of Japan, the Imperial Uni-
versity: and 1library, department
stores, theatres, public halls, all the
newspaper offices—these were totally
destroyed. The imperial palace itself
was heavily damaged.

" The magnificent new skyscrapers,
of which Tokio was proud, and which
had been recently completed in front
of the central station, were destroyed.
Prince Regent fled. S

Our prince regent, who fled from
the imperial palace at the first shock,
later returned to a somewhat de-
tached structure, which at first was
judged safe. But as the danger con-
tinued, he fled again from the district
and through Takasaki, 60 miles to the
northwest. His destination is un-
knoewn,

One of the most terrible occurrences
of the first bejef hour in the ecrumb-
ling, burning capital, was when the
government printing office collapsed
and several hundred employees were
pinned In the ruins.

Another tragedy of which we heard
early was near Fuji, where 500- girl
spinners were killed in the crash of
a factory. ;

‘When I left Tokio, frantic refugees
were struggling to escape through
streets piled with corpses. _

While government executive
departments were directed to assist
in the work, the public were urged
in an appeal issued by President
Coolidge to contribute funds to the
American Red Cross for aiding the
unfortunate and giving relief to .the
people of Japan. The Red Cross an-
nounced that it had started the fund
with a contribution of $100,000 for
the relief of victims of the earth-
quake.

Effort, it was emphasized, will-be |’
directed ‘toward assisting~the sister
nation on the farther shores of the
Pacific by every available means.

The navy department was one of
the first executive branches of the
government to take action, through
Admiral Anderson’in command of the
Asiatic fleet despatching seven de-
stroyers from Port Arthur, one. of
which i{s expected to arrive at Na-
gasaki tomorrow and the other six at
Yokohama on Wednesday.

SAYS SOME LINES
TODAY COST LESS

 THAN BEFORE WAR

Wholesale Grdcer: - Declares
Retail Mén in Trade Are
Not Profiteering.

COSTS NEAR NORMAL

Complaints ‘against alleged profit-
eering of retail grocers made by a

housewijves’ investigating committee’

in Detroit last week are not at all
justified, locally, according to Wil-
liam Turnbull, manager of Edward
Adams and Coimpany, wholesale gro-
cers. The price of staple articles
are only a shade higher than the
range existing in 1914, he said, and
in many instances a product may
be purchased today below pre-war
prices,

Mr. Turnbull furnished figures
showing the general decline of com-
modities since the peak year of 1920
has been around 100 per cent. In
his capacity as manager of one of
the city's oldest established whole-
sale- houses Mr. Turnbull has be-
come familiar with world conditions
affecting the main expenses' of the
householder and is regarded as an
authority on markets and situations
pertaining - to groceries.

Almost Normal.

“Living costs, with the exception
of rent and fuel, are almost back to
normal,” Mr. Turnbull said. = “Re-
ductions in the prices of the most
generally used commodities have put
the average housewife's grocery bills
on a level with those of 1914. The
increases in fuel and rents are there-
fore to be regarded as exceptions in
the universal trend toward normal
times and lower costs. ,

“Conditions in the grocery business
as they-affect the farmer are prob-
ably the worst in years. Agricul-
turists are not getting a square deal
owing to the peculiar situation that
has cropped up since the ‘war ended.
Everywhere 1 go they give me to un-.
derstand they are being ruined, and I
am convinced they are. They are not
getting anyways near the .compara-
tive even basis of remuneration
which existed in 1914

Mr. Turnbull attributes present
farming difficulties to the impos-
sibility of unionization. Selling in
a wide market while city workers
sell in am artificial and restricted
market, the farmer can never hope to
reap the harvest rewards. of toil en-
joyed by miners,’ railwaymen and
other unionized artizans, he said.

Farmer Suffers.

“You can’t blame union workers for
going after all they can get, but it
Seems grossly unfair that our West-
eérn Ontario farmers should continye
to keep the country supplied in ne-
cessary products witho receiving a
fair return for their labor. Fifty
per cent of Canada’'s population is
comprised of farmers and all are
working at starvation wages. What
ppt's the price on essential commo-
dities is freight rates and distribut-
ing costs. Freight is high because
the unions are so powertul, The far-
mer, being a worker and a capitalist
combined, gets the raw end of the
deal every time.”

Mr. Turnbull added that dressed
meats, wheat and other farm pro-
ducts were now slightly above 1914

prices but farmers were in a much |
more uneviable condition than they |

were nine years ago.
‘Most of them are living on what
they managed to save in the past

,and urless a great change is forth-

coming thousands will be forced into
the city in order to live.” .
