Sir ‘observations on the figancial
position-of the. Iy are pregnand
importance. He spoke. generally: of ‘the
financial stringency of last year, and o¢-
tered & word of warning about going
ahead too rapidly. Incidentally he re-
forred in this respect to the real- estate
speculations in the large- cities; especially
in Toronto. It was cheering, however,
to hear him express the belief that the
trade of Canada is sound to the core. One
impottant  statement was made by Sir
Charles to which repeated reference has
been made in these columns, viz., that
the government have determined for the
present, with unimportant exceptivns, to
stop any further vutlay on capital account,
that is for railway subsidies, beyond that
to which the country is now commifted.
In view of the important changes made in
the tariff last- year, it was but natural
that the finance  minister should devote
some time to show the operation of the
changes. He quoted evidence from the
leading centres of -the iron industry in
Canada to show the boom which that
branch of industry had received during
the past nine months iom the new tariff.
In view of the predictions of the failure
of the iron tariff this evidence is very im-
portant. He explained how necessary it
was, if the Mill's Tariff Bill became law
in the States, that our government should
have power to promptly avail - themselves
of the opportunity to get reciprocity in
timber, salt, etc., and for this reason he
hoped the resolution of which notice had
been given would be accepted by the
house. Then for about half an hour he
opened out on the" Opposition for the
shilly-shally policy of the past eighteen
months. It had not taken long to repu-
diate Mr. Blake’s famous Malvern speech
of fifteen months ago, and after advocat-
ing Commercial Union for a while they
had steered clear of it and stranded them-
selves high and dry on the shoals of un-
restricted  reciprocity. There was the
true ring ef the old war horse once more
when he referrcd to the latest fad of ‘the
w“ thewildest chimera - evér
v before parliament. In vigor-]
ous tones he demounced the mad folly.
of propusing a scheme which the opposi-
tion must know would be impracticable
of working. The opposition fairly
writhed under the castigation their incon-
sistencies received, while the ministerial-
ists cheered to the echo. Sir Charles
Tupper concluded his speech by a quarter
to six, having spoken two hours anda
half. Sir Richard Cartwright followed in
one of his usual blue-ruin speeches, in
which he rehashed his stale chestnuts of
Canada being on the verge of ruin, &ec.
The remarkable feature of his address
was that nobody listened to it, even the
opposition manifesting their weariness at
the lack of variety in his story. *

THE SBHUSWAP AND OKANAGON.

Mr, Mara, M.P., hada lengthy interview
to-day with the minister of railways relative
to securing government aid towards the
construction of the Shuswap and Okana-
gon railway. It will be within the mem-
ory of CoLoNisT readers that last year
strenuous efforts were made to secure a
subsidy to the line, but for various reasons
the goverument decided not to do any-
thing last year, but promised favorable
consideration to the project this session.
Now, however, the government has about
determined not to grant any railway sub-
sidies at all this year. Mr. Mara made
out a very strong case and the minister
was compelledto admit this. He said that if
a man promised to contribute, say $100,
to any undertaking the obligation to pay
over the sum was just as strong a year
hence as upon the day the promise was
given. This he held to be precisely the
position in which the government was
placed towards the Shuswap and Okana-
gon railway. It was not a demand similar
to the ones made by the promoters of
Ontario railways this week, buta request
for the fulfillment of a promise made a
year ago. Hon. Mr. Pope was evidently
struck by the forcible way in which Mr.
Mara put the case, and he has strong
hopes that at any tate the 8. & O. railway
ve’iﬁe receive the usual grant of $3,200 a
mile this year.

CARIBOO RAILWAY.

Mr. H. P. Bell, C.E., is here booming
matters in connection with the proposed
Cariboo railway. He has had conversa-
tions with members of the government
and members of parliament,and showed to
them the advantages which would acerue
to British Columbia and to Canada gener-
ally through the opening up of the Cari-
boo country.  There is a growing feeling
here that Canada must before long take
steps to develop the magnificent resources
which she possesses. ~ Dr. Schultz’s com-
mittee upon the Mackenzie river district
has done splendid service in showing
what a grand country we have away
north of ~the wusual haunts - of
man. - It will. probably  be .a few

years before the iron-horse finds its

way into that region, but there is no rea-
son whatever, why in the immediate fa-
ture the shrill whistle of the locomotive
should not be heard in the valleys of the
Thompson and Clearwater, and up into
the Cariboo country. Mr. Bell’s  efforts
aliould be productive of good at no distant
te.

The reports ‘of Captain Sheppard, of
the Rush 1a regard to the seizures of the
Anna Beck, W. P. Sayward, Dolphin aud
Grace are given in full, and he justifies
his action on the ground that these ves-
sels had violated section 1956 of the Re-
vised Statutes of the United States.

Minister Foster reporting to the Privy
Council says in reference to the affidavit
of the mate of the Sayward it appears
that all the seals on board the vessel were
taken in the Pacific ocean and before the
vessel entered Behring’s sea, so that even
the alleged claim on the part of the United
States government to jurisdiction on the
sea is not available in the case. He calls
attention to the reply of the commander
of the Rush, in which he states his orders
were to take everything he came across in
Behring’s sea. The Privy Council urge
the Imperial authorities to make a strong
remonstrance to the United States govern-
ment for so unwarrantable an act.

Mr. Bayard, writing to Sir Sackville
West on August 13, says he has examined
the expressions contained in his note of
February3rd and *‘can discover no ground
whatever for ‘the assumption by “Her
Majesty’s government that it contained
assurances that pending the conclusion of
the discussion between the two govern-
ments on the general questions involved,
as-further seizures would be made.”

Sir Henry Holland, writing to Lord
Lansdowne on September 14ih, says that
the law ofticers of the Crown advised that
a claim for ‘compensation might probably
be made against the United:States gov-
ernment by the owners of the 'seized ves-
sels. Correspondence dealing® with the
Ffion-releass of the_vessels” first seized in )
Behring’s Sea after instructions had been
issued to release them, and for which Mr.
Bayard expressed his regret, is given, and
then follows the important despatch which
I telegraphed two days ago from Lord
Salisbury to the British plenipotentiaries
at Washington. A reference to it shows
that Sweden and other nations are inter-

esting -~ themselves in a close  time
for seals. A communication with
reference to a convention on this

subject had - been addressed to the
maritime powers by the United States
government but no conclusion had been
reached. He added: “In answer to a
question from Mr. Phelps, I have ex-
pressed myself as being favorably dis-
posed to negotiate for an agreement as to
a closer season in all the seal fisheries to
whomsoever belonging, but I carefully
separated the question from all controver-
sies as to fishery rights.”

A dispatch from San Francisco says
that some six weeks ago half a dozen or
more spiritualists and slate writers came
out together with the prediction that the
Queen of the Pacific would go down on
the trip she was making to San Diege
when she was sunk in Port Harford har-
bor. They had several seances and read-
ings and other orgies of a similar nature,
and the result was always the same. The
Queen, they said, was doomed to disas-
ter, and some even went so far as to stake
their reputation on the issue. The pre-
dictions were freely circulated and reached
the ears of the general agents, who paid
no attention to them. The slate writers
had it that the steamer must meet with
disaster. They pointed to her unfortu-
nate record and shook their heads omin-
ously. They-dissuaded some people from
going on her, and now they say in a quiet
way that their predictions were fulfilled.
A searching investigation will be made to
ascertain, if possible, whether the agents
or some enemy of the company had the
door loosened.
