Steamer Thistle, Captain Langley, com-
pleted the firap of her regular est Coast
trips Sunday evening, being absent from
port just four days. Soon after her return
she left for Tacoma with a number of
passengers and will be back again to-day.
Her coast voyage was uneventful, she hav-
ing met but one sealer.  On the return trip
the schooner Sapphire was spoken .at Clay-
cquot with 192 skins aboard, = She experi-
enced bad sealing weather and reported the
loss of two white men and an Indian, who
are probably only missing. A few daya
prior to the Sapphire’s arrival at Clayequot
she had spoken the Triumph with 312
skinse. These, with the Sapphire’s oatch,
will be shipped down to Victotia as soon as
the Triumph reaches Clayoquot.  T'tie Sap-
phire reports having heard that the schooner
Otto missed two of her cances and a boat,
H. K. Prior, of the E. &. N. railroad, made
the round trip on the Thistle.

SHIPPING  FOR APRIL,

Mesers. R. P, Rithet & Co., Ltd., in their
report for April say : * During the month a |
substantial advance has been established in
grain freights, which indeed have mot been
so active as of late for many years. The
tendency is still upward, and as most of the
vessels due in the near future have already
been fixed homeward, a further advanoce
may be looked for. It is not to be loat sight
of however that the oarry-over in California
will be very large, and - that unless weather
conditions prove untoward later onin the
season, the next orop will in all probability
rival that of 1882 in quantity. Wheat
freights being atrong the tonnage available
for lumber is not, as so often ha
swelled by vessels which ocannot find em-
ployment as grnln oarriers, and rates oonse-
quently are firm. A very emcouraging; de-
mand has lately been shown from China,
and now that the war is practically over,
this may be expected to develop, Inquiry
from other quarters is well distributed ai-
though the volume of business is not large.
Preparations for the coming salmon season
are now in active progress, and the usual
tonnage is being provided. Up to bhe pre-
sent three fair sized vessels are reported as
chartered. The rates, however, have not
yet been announoced.” )

The circumstances in connection with the
loss of the two steam golliers, Montserrat
and Keeweenaw, are still fresh in the minds
of all. On Friday, Dec. 7, the two boats
paseed out of the Straite of Fuca on  their
way from Nanaimo to San Franoisco, ocoal
laden. A terrible storm came on that same
afternoon and to escape being dashed on the
coast they probably put to sea, only to be
engulfed by the tremendous waves that were
running. From then until the present nota
word has been heard from either boat or a
single plece of wreckage found. Word hag
just now been received that on February 28,
the Montserrat’s medicine chest was found
on the shore of a small islandin Iatitude 56 2
north and longitude 132.37 wesb, by & man
on his way to Calbreath’s cannery, on Eto-
line hlank.h !l'}aerebom bol.iw dou&h;h the
matter as there is a brass plate on ¢ heat

The island where
the chest was found is abont four hundred
miles west of Vancouver island and inside
of the Prince of Wales group, on the Alas-
kan coast.

A few weeks after the'
wreck of the vessel Mr. Jensen went ap the
mountain in search of game; he shob and
severely wonnded ‘& mountain gost ‘and
while hotly pursuing the ‘wounded -animal;
fell headlong over a steep precipice hun-
dreds of feet, and was so severely bruised
that he only survived a cotiple of days after
the fall. He has a little property in our
town but whether he has any relatives in
this country or not we have been unable to
atcartain,

HOMEWARD BOUND,

Mayor Teague Formally Opens the
Salvation Army Depot in the
Market Building,

A Place Where Homeless and Destitate
May Earn Their Bed
and Board.

The Foot and Shelter depot, on whioh the
Salvation Army have been so busily en-
gaged for the past few weeks, fitting wp in
the portion of the public market granted
thiem for the purpose, was formerly opened
yesterday. Now the. needy can find food
and shelter for the night by applying at the
depot and doing & small amount of work—
cutting kindling wood to pay for their
night’s lodgings. A refreshing bath, sup.
per and breakfast next morning, are what
the depot provides, besides a nice bright
reading room and a smok room. The
dormitory is particularly cheerful, each one
of the forty beds, with a spring mat-
trees, blankets, sheets and pillows, looking
as comfortable as could be. Everything is

‘“cleanliness is next to godliness,” each
guest will be required to make good use of
the baths before * turning in” to sleep in
one of those inviting beds.

terest that is taken in the establishment of
the depot.

Mayor Teague, Mrs. Teague, Rev. Dr.
Campbell, Rev. G. C. King, several of the
aldermen and other sromlaent people were
among those in attendance.

The Mayor in a short address declared

success of the Army’s attempt av establish-
ing the depot. All were aware that the
object was to relieve distress and to find
shelter for the homeless, and in an economi-
cal way such as the Army alone seemed able
to 2do. It was really astonishing the
amount of work they had performed with
the small sum at their disposal. - Here for
the equivalent of 20 cents one could have
d, supper, a bath and breakfast, and if he
had no money or was not able to work he
could have this free. The city had given
$1,000 towards the’shelter, and he was sure
that the money had been well spent.

Rev. Dr. Campbell extended his oon-
gratulations to the Army on the noble work
achieved. He spoke of the readiness with
which the public and the press of Viotoria
responded to any charitable call, and added
that the ratepayers could not have expended
$1,000 to better advantage, or in & way that
would give back better returns than those
granted to the depot. The army -followed
the example of Christ himself in looking
sfter bodily necessities first, and then the
spiritual welfare, Christ first fed the 5,000
and then said to them, “I am the staff of
life.” The shelter reached a class of people
that the churches could not, for they were
people who could nob be got into the
churches,

Adjutant Archibald, for the army, assured
the Mayor that no stone would be left un-
turned to make the depot a success. There

be helped. People who were oub of work
would be recéived and efforts made. to find
themr employment. ~ Already some 20 or 30
men had been found employment by the
army here since the food depot was started a
short time ago. ' The depot would do awa
with the old form' of giving ‘charity, whi
thongh kindly meant, tended to pauperizs,
He thanked Mrs. Teague - and " the : other
ladies who had interested themselves in the
movemeant, and trustéd thas the work would
£0 on to the general satisfaction, and thab
the regular reports that' would be made pub-
lic would show good results. ‘In closing,
the Adjutant desired to thank the press for
t::e aid given-in helping the movement
along. !
Mayor Teague then formally declared the
depot open %o the glory of God and the ser-
vioe of the poor and needy of the oity.

The Army, since they ook up the relief
work three or four months ago, have fur.
nished over 3,000 meals. Now- that the
depot is established this work can be carried
on in a . more systematic way. There will
be no indiscriminate giving. hen a mén
applies st the depot ‘“he muat work before
he eats,” as Commandant Booth put it when
he was Ic%ln the scheme before the city
council. Unless t6o helpless, each applicant
muab do a certain amounnt of work for the
shelter and: food he iau. The making of
wooden skewers will likely be added asa
means of giving employment.
