WasHINGTON, June 11.— Statistics
compiled by the geological survey show
the output of coal in the United States
during the year 1896 to have been 190,-
639,959 tons, valued at $195,157,649, as
against 193,117,530 tons, valued at $197,-
799,043, for the previous year. The pro-
duct of bituminous coal increased about
1,750,000 tons, while nearly 4,500,000
tons less-anthracite was mined. The
average price at the mines for bitumin-
ous declined from 86 to 83 cents, while
anthracite increased from $1.41 to $1.51.
