Resident of Whitehorse Gives
Decription of Conditions in
New Fleld.:

Belleves Outlook For a Good
Yield of Gold is Very '

The White Horse Star of February
27, just received, has the following :

On  Thursday mornivg last at 6
o’clock,” Dr. A. C. Robertson returned
from Builion ‘and the other creeks in
‘the new placer -eamps after mushing 69
miles in the last 24 hours he was on the
trail. - "Lhe doctor lett here on the 28th
of January in company with Louie Bel-
ney and Capt. W. Bragg, both of whom
lie left out in the new diggings, busily
engaged in oreparing to perform the ne-
cessary representation work on Bel-
ney’s claims.

In a short interview tlie doctor gave
the following information for tie bene-
1t of the readers of the Star :

“l visited all the creeks during my
absence which I could gain access to.
(he great difficulty right nmow in the
new camp is the abnormal snow fall and
the deep drifts. iSometimes siow 20
feet deep is encountered, and in con-
Sequence several of the ereeks are in-
accessible at the ‘present time. I exs
peeted to find a muth greater depth of
Snow _in the new camps than in the
Klondike or around White Horse, bes
cause of the proximity of the coast mnse
of mountains in which the snow 'fall is
always much greater «than on the
plateanx which comprise so large .an
.area. of the Yukon and of ‘British: Col-
umbia to south.and east. : =%

#From the attempts which have been
made to reach .bedrock, and which: I
examined as closely as was possible, I
concluded that the  entire newly dig-
covered placer gold bearing area _is
made up ‘¢f ‘summer di ¢ rather
than ‘winter.! The . dep! to which
the gravel is frozen, even though we
hrave had' considerable extreme éold
weather, ig limited to & few feet, - Of
course, the deep mantle of snow is re-
sponsible for thie condition. , For this
reason whenever the miner sinks below
the trozen zone he. encounters running
water. The current of this s very
switt, because of the.heavy fall of the
creeks, therefore, it never freezes.
Drain ditehes, which are quite feasible,
must be employed ‘to work the diggings
successfully, As .these discoveries are
of recent date, it is not to be wondered
at that this method has not yet been at-
tempted. The winter is ne time to ex-
cavate a drain. ditch, but-later in the
season there should be no trouble in
doing so, apd by this means the water
on the shallow ground can be easily
handled. In deep ground it is probable
some other method will have to be ew-
ployed:

“Because of the fact that the best
prospects so far taken out have been
reported from Bullion and Ruby creeks,
I paid the most attention to these, a;
especially Bullion,

*“I prospected as thoroughly as ‘was
possible along Bullion creek in  the
gravel and sediment which forms ' bars
on the limits, and panned for two days,

“Foliowing are the changes in the agree-
ment. between the, Federal government and
the Grand Trunk Rallway €0, for the
bullding of -the mew transcontinental Mne,
which were ratified at a meeting of the
Grand Trunk shareholders held tn London,
yesterday:

The Hirst modification of the contract is
an extension ‘of the ‘time 'for completing
the western section, By the original agree-
ment the company was to complete the
road in:five years; the time is to be extend-
