I?Hu Under Dificuitics—Euchre Ex-
traordinary—Mr. Green's Bl of Fare
—Results,
When the police magistrate informed
John Smith the other day that he must
hand over one dollar and costs or go to
jail for ten days, that individual, who had
#pent ‘most of the morning in turning out-
side-in ‘every ket, or apology for a
poekst, that graced hisseedy clothes, made
ap his mind that he bad better retire from
society and its temptations for the space
of time mentioned. Accordingly he re-
sponded meekly enough to the rather gruff
“‘cothe along” of the constable who stood
beside the prisoners’ box. Guided by that
official he soon found himself descending
the narrow steircase which leads to the
cells of No. lstation, He was shot into a
dingy corridor with two .or three wooden
benches, a dilapidated stove, and a strong
odor, "of ‘unwashed humanity permeating
its length and breadth. Through the
grated window, flush with the outsides
walle; Mr. Smith could see a baker's dozen
of ‘impertinent little urchins staring down
at him and his fellow-captives. Most of
these latter were walking ‘up and down
the corridor impatiently, with the tireless,
sullen air of wild beasts in a cage.
One watched at an open grating, wait-
ador somé acquaintance to whom he
‘make kiiown his condition ; auother
who had obtained, by the judicious ex-

penditure of ten cents, through the same
grating, a five-cent plug of black-strap,
was treating. his companions in misery
therewith ; while a third never quitted s
station at the door, watching every tarn
of. the handle with nervous anxiety. On
one of the dingy benches, head thrown
back and his hands resting carelessly on
his knees, was a forlorn-looking youth
whose helmet hat, no longer white, alas!
natty blue jacket, and white vest with

hlv‘ hain and seals attached,proclaimed

to e'f Toronto’s jeunesse dore. Mr.
Smith, Erhspu, wonid not have under-

) rase ; it is doubtful whether

ilded youth” would have conveyed much
more meaning to him. The monotony of
the time was somewhat beguiled by the
summons of prisoner after prisoner up-tairs,
by the successive returns of these, aud the
storigs of their sentences.

Sx it was-some what of a relief to Smith
2‘:‘ a big policeman, throwing open the
foorms if he were angry with it, shonted
inside, *‘Come up, now, all of you ”  The
prisdners filed upstairs, past thiee or four
policemen, and were then hnstled through
the central «flice into the van, but not be-
fore two of their- number had been
handcuffed. Smith learmgd that the men
thus distinguished were ‘“up for” larceny
and criminal assault respectively. In the
van, although under the eye of a strapping
constable who held his place by sume mys-
terious arrangement of wirework, Smith’s
compauions -became more - sociable. The
drive to the jail seemed a long ove, and the
wagon jolted so that on two or three occa-
sions he was thrown on tie kuee of a stout
lady with a bandaged head, who happeuved
to @it next him, and who resented each of
these involuntary liberties by a storm of
girheu culled from scripture and else-

_Arriving at their destination, the visit-
ors were ushered into a bare, wide hall,
wnd were ordered to arrange themselves in
a.row agsinst the wall. Oa ore side of
this hall, or corridor, Smith noticed that
of the institution had his
office.~. The doors opposite were those
opening into the offices of the deputy-
governor, physician, and other officials.
Afver the prisoners had stood some ten
minutes ‘in their rather wuucomfortable
position, the ‘governor came out with a
pumber of blue papers in his hand, aond
called off the names of the whole party.
This ceremony over, Smith and his com-

ions were conducted to the searching
room, which was close at hand. Three
officials were soon busily at work. ~As &
geueral rule those searched were not
requested todivesttb lves of any part of
their clothing, although in somle cases Smith
noticed that men were ordered to take off
their boots and socks. Generally, how-
ever, the searchers contented themselves
with a thorough kneading and pinching of
the prisoners and, of course, a thorough
exploration of their pookets. Such money
or articles of value as was found upon

cloth bag, marked with the name of the
owner.

When the search had been completed,
Smith and his party were conducted to the
dining-room. This was a large, white-
washed room, almost full of long benches
placed within afoot of each other. On one of
these benches were ranged eight tin basins,
each basin having by its side a small loaf
of bread. The regular dinner hour being
over, Smith and his companions partook of
the repast without further company than
that of a couple of turnkeys.  “‘But your
dinner men,” said one of them. Smith
found that his dinner consisted of a small
basin one third full of a lukewarm watery
fluid, two rags of tough beef wherein the fat
was even tougher and more unmanageable
than the lean, and a couple of not very in-
viting potatoes, unskinned and soaked in
the fluid referred to. However, he f-1l to
with what appetite he could muste and
had managed to gt away with the soup
and half of his bread when one of the at-
tendant turnkeys wrapped thrice with
his key smactly against an iron
pipe near the door. The raps were
responded to, appavently from a dissance;
and as the other turnkey swung aside the
great iron screen which shats , off the
dining room from the rest of the building,
he called upon the men to follow bim.

The Yrisnuexs fatlowed in single file,
passed down a short flight of stairs, and
found themselves in “another whitewashed
room, where two iron baths were fixed on
the floor. At the further end of the room,
a barber, in the regulation jail dress of
‘grey.and yellow cloth, was in readiness to
operate on such prisouers as the turnkey
handed over to his care. The latter official
proceeded to call out the names of the
prisoners. - The first summoned stepped to
the middle of the room, &nd wasordered to
take off his clothing and lay it on the floor,
An attendant examined each article of
dress with much care, & proceeding which
Mr, Smith afterwards discovered to have
besn & highly necessary oue. Ouly cne
bath was nsed, and that only half filled,
Bmish ob-erved, with some little astonish-
ment, dthat the eight prisoners were (@i
pelled to bathe in the same water, The
operation may have been henefiial to the
first com-, & repulsive looking tramp with
the marks  of diseuse obvious on various

effeci npon the  watér that it is doubtful
whether his seven companions emerged from
the bath iv any greater state of purity than
when theyen . Each man ad"he came
out, was_directed to an ante-room, where
with the 8id of a ragged, thoroughly wetted
towel, he wiped his da? as best he
might. He was thén farnished with a jail
shirt and a suit of jail clothes. ,

The bath over, the |prisoners were agdin
led to the upper regions by a special iron
stairway, and allotted to their various cor-
ridors. _Smith observed that the men who
\were under sentence for larceny and as-
sault were placed in one wari together;
he and two others’ were placed in one
nearer theroof, . In this ward, he observed,
there were. ten cells. . Eich of these was
furnished with an iron bedstead. Some of
the. beds were evidently meant to hold
more than one inmate, for two tin mugs
and two neatly folded towels lay on top of
their covers. The corridors themselves
were clean, light but cheerless. The thick
glass in the windows was cut into perpen-
dicular ridges, so that it was-ifnpossible to
see anything outside of the jail walls.
Puere were three benchesin the ward. On
one of these some former prisoner of an in-
genfousturn of mind had traced out a check-
er-board, and Smith observed a couple of
prisoners deeply engrossed in & game
wherein buttons and chigm of wood did
duty for draughtsmen. There were also
the requisites for dominoes in the shape of
a pumber of unevenly. cat fragments of
wood, thespots being marked by splotches
of ink dropped into rudely punched holes.

When Mr..Smith entered . what were to
be his quarters for the next ten days, he
was immediately surrounded by the pris-
oners, whose first inquiry wasas to whether
he had smuggled in any tobacco. Oun his
replyingin the negative and expressing as
touishment at the possibility of such a pro-
ceeding, a white-faced man with stubby
beard and hollow cheeks explained to' him
how-the snap, as he called it, was usually
worked. He told Smith he should have
put the tobacco in his boots, in his socks
or in the lining of his garments, or dis
tributed it, in smioute fragments, all over
his person. ‘When you comes to be
bathed” said the white faced man ‘‘and is
ordered to take off yer close, you passes
it ter the feller mext yer, and if yez got
coin, you slips it io yer mouth. Mind
that next time, pard.”

Smith asked if ‘the
ward did any work. * Naw,” said
the white - faced man, ‘‘except the
reg'lar jail work.” “What's that?” asked
Smith. “‘Well, when yez get up to-morrer,
first thing ye've got ter do is ter scrub out
ver ceil, or make believe ye do. Ye must
sweep it out, so the turnkey won’t kick at
any dirt. Then ye goes downstairs, with
the rest, and empties yer bucket in &
trough in the yard. That’s the only sight
o’ the sun ye get all day. Then ye makes
yer bed, scrubs yer tins, and maybe helps
the corridor mam to sweep out: the ward.”
Smith asked who the “‘corridor man” was
“Well, he’s cort of got charge of the ward
He s¢rubs np the washplace, and reports
the wen that are ill. That’s almost al!
tnat the jail work amounts to, except that
Weduesdays.and Saturdays they scrub out
the whole place.” “-

It was now about 3 o'clock, and Smith
was invited to pass away the hours until
bed time by engaging in a game of domi-
noes, He found that the block game
bring the simples®, was favored by most of
the prisoners; but a little Trishman, who
had been formerly a pedlar and wbo was
th-re on account of a doz-n silver spoons
bring found among his other much less
valuavle wares, was loud in his advocacy
of “‘muggins,” a more intricage game which
requires a good deal of mestal arithmetic
to the player. Three bouts at each
style of game having been concluded with
various results, the men quit dominoes for
the day. Smith observed one of them go
to his cell door, which was locked, insert
his arm as far as it would go, and pull out
a goodly-sized hunch of bread. ‘‘If ye
can’t eat all yer bread down stairs, slip it
under yer coat when the turnkey aint
lookin’,” and fetch it up ‘here. There’s
plenty il be glad of it, if ye won't.” said
the man, turning to 8mith.

At a quarterto 6 a loud bell rang down
stairs, and the prisoners hastened to elus-
ger around the door. A few minutes
afterwards a turnkey shot back the bolt,
and the men marched down stairs in
single file. Supper consisted of a not too
ample allowance of oatmeal, boiled into a
slimy compound which was neither por-
ridge nor gruel, and the same modicum of
bread asat dinney. Half a mugfull of
water helped to wash down this not very
savory repast. After about a quarter of
an hour the turnkey ordered the men up-
stairs in the order of their various wards
Immediately on reaching these the men
marched into their cells, which had been
unlocked during their absence. Two
minutes @fter and the turnkey closed the
doors upon them for the night. Smith sat
down on his bed and “ered how he
could pass the interval u sleeping time.
It was but 6 o’clock, and the sun struggled
dimly through the thick, rough glass ‘Out-
side he could hear the voices of children
at play. He tried to talk to his next com-
panion, but found,-as others in like cir-
cumstances had done before him, that it
was no easy thing to maintain conversation
with an invisible interlocutor, Smith re-
solved to ask next morning whether it was
not possible to obtain reading materials,
Towards 9 o’clock he began to feel sleepy.
His bedding, though worn, was clean and
the ticking not so bad as might have been
looked for; so he soon fell into a quiet
slu . ber and did not wake until the big bell
downstairs had announced the hour of five.
He jumped up before he altogether re-
alized where he was, and after washing
himself donned his motley. suit like the
otners,

The men went down to breakfast before
seven, and Smith found it an exact repeti-
tion of the previous evening's meal. The
morning’s work was soon over, and Smith
found himself with a long day before him
and no prospective means of whiling its
length away. He asked one of the prison-
ers if there wasno chance of obtaiuiug any
books, The man, who seemed to be an
old “head” arouud the place, said there
was none; there had ooce been a jail
iibrary, but the prisoners had so>hacked
snd defaced the volumes leat them that no
more were given out.

Mr. Smith, as before intimated, was not
an educated, nor, indeed, & particularly in-
telligent man. Buat when the time came
for him to leave jail he could not help
wondering & little whether the system of
reformatory punishment, as pursued there,
was altogether satisfactory. Enforoed
idleness of hand and brain, be it but for a
fortnight or & month, was no doubt a'pun-
ishment.
it teach the idlers how to work, or the
workers how to become idle? This was
what puzzled Mr. Smith, but ought not to
pusale wiser heads than bis.

THE WAR M)!HENOED-

A Cht

Town
—Flight of Inhabitants.

=Paris, Aug. 9.—Five vessels of the
French squadron, under Admiral Lespes,
hombarded and captured the town of
Kelung on the island of Fromosa.
Patenotre, French minister in China,
has informed Li Hung Chang that the dur-
ation of. French occupation depends en-

tirely upon the Tsung Li Yamen, which
can she rten it by paying an indembity of
80,000,000 francs in ten yearly instalments.

LoxpoN, Aug. 9. -A '00 Chow despatch
to the Times to-day-says: France refuses
to eubmit the settiement of the Franco-
Chinese difficulty to mediation. Advices
from Pekin August 8 state that the Tsung
Li Yamen has regained confidence and will
lisregard the chronic menace of the French
fleet. French 'prestige can only .be é-
.overed by serious operations.

Later despatches of the capture of Kelung
vy the French say the town was given up
without a blow. Directly the cannon
from Asimiral Lesper’s flagship signalled
the men to land from the various ships
.nd the town was taken possession of in
the name of France  The authorities of
the town and a majority of|the populace
fled. Four thousand Chinese troops, re-
cently arrived from Sbungh:f/'retired into
the interior. :

The British vice-consul went on board
the British gun-beat, having previonsly
sent a protest to Admiral Lesper sgaivst
its French occupation and poianting out
that Kelung was protected under the
treaty with England. The French upon
janding seized many junks and embargoed
saveral steamers hailing from Shanghai on
the ground that their ga.[ ers were irregu-
lar. Admiral Lesper has issued a procla-
mation to the inhabitants declaring that
their lives and property will be sate under
the French flag.  Admiral Courbet will
uttack Foo Chow Tuesday unless the
Fiench-ind ity proposals are ted.

FATAL FALLING WALLS.

Three Men Killed and Two Injured In a
Kentucky Town.

CATLETTSBURG, Ky., Aug. 10.—A fire
in Patton Bros’. warehouse this morning
spread to five brick buildings which were
totally destroyed.® The walls of Andrews’
store fell in, burying N. P. Andrews,
Charles Sherritt and James Mackenzie,
The first two were rescued; the latter wa:
killed. While the rescuing party was at
work the other walls fell, burying David
Kinner, jr., and John Gra?\m. The
bodies were recovered this afterneon
burned to a crisp. Robert Miller and
Samuel Kelley (colored) were injured and
will die. Loss $75,000.

Political Demonstrations in England.

Loxpox, Aug. 9.—This has been a field
day for the orators of both political par-
ties throughout England, -A score of
demonstrations have been made by the

liberals in favor of the francthise bill, and
almost as many meetings have been helu
by the tories in advocacy of the rights of
the lords and the sacredness of vested in-
stitutions. The largest of the conserva
tive demonstrations was at Manchester,
where the marquis of Salisbury and Lord
Randolph Churchill spoke in defense of
the privileges of their class. In Londen
there was an immense gathering of extreme
radicals in St. James’ Hall. The large
auditorium was packed with people, and
both the temperature and speeches were
exceedingly hot. Others abused the peer-
age in the most vituperative style and res-
olutions demanding the instant abolition
of the house of lords were adopted with
deafening yells of approval.

An Earthly Paradise.

Lox»oN, Aug. 9.—Morriss’ Earthly Par-
adise has been issued. It is a prose pean
of the coming triumph of socialism in
England. Morriss says the iatelligent
middle class are finding themselves social-
ists unknowingly. The only thing neces-
sary to effect an ordered civilized revolu-
tion is an organized determination of
workmen to end the wn?e of slavery by
nationalizing the means of prodaction and
exchange.

New Military Tactles.

LoxpoN, Aug. 9.—Gen. Wolseley and
Maj.-(Gen. Newdigate have issued a scheme
for & new system of attack by battalions
of infantry. Military critics say if this
scheme is adopted it will effect an entite
revolution in the tactics of the English in
fautry. They pronounce the scheme
thoroughly suited to the exigencies of
modern warfare.

A SUNDAY BARTHQUAEE.

| Intense Excitement = Buiidings Moved
and Chimmeys K Down—The
End of the World—Secenes and Incl- |
dents. !

New Yozk, Aug 10.—A few miautes |

after two this afteroon this city and
vicinity were startled by an earthquake |
| 1asting ten seconds. The sensation caused |

by it was so unusual and the shock so per- |
vading that a universal panic seized the
population.  The first. impression which
took possession of the people was that the
houses were about. to fall. They ran into
‘the streets terror-stricken and with
blanched faces, only: to discover that all
their neighbors were rushing  out amazed
and panic-stricken like themselves.  As
there was o evidencé of catastrophe, con-
fidence ‘returned, but ey people re-
wmained in front of their houses for some
time, dreading s sgcond shock. None,
however, came. g

" "TWe first intimation of earthquake was a
low, rumbling sound, followed by a shock
like ‘that of a violent, explosion, which
cansed the buildings o guiver, Therattl-
ing. continged about eight seconds. The
eﬂgr‘ct of the jar was much more perce
tible in the houses of light structure. In
many instances a elear); defined rocking
movement was felt, and ishes were shaken
from their shelves, . No damage of any
kind has been reported. = As far as ascer-
tained, the shock ‘was entirely impercep-
tible on the water, and Do tidal wave was
observed here.

At 2 15 asecond shock was feltat Atlantic
highlands, N.J., butit was less viglgnt than
the first, The severest shock was reported
from Seabright, N. J., where the depot
was shifted to one side, shaking up the
contents ard alarming the inmates. At
Long Branch the jars of the battery in the
telegraph office were overturned and com-
munieation interrupted.’

In Brooklyn the stieets were alive with
people who had come out to ascertain the
cause of the rocking. Oae scientist upon
the first perceptible motion took out a
stop watch and timed the vibrations,
He reported that the first shock
lasted ten seconds and the ‘‘quieting
down” took nearly fifty seconds more,

Coney island was thoroughly shaken.
The visitors were greafly alarmed, the
tright in some cases amouating to a panic.
Neither Caps May nor Atlantic city
noticed any unusual motion, and as far as
early reports indicate, Philadelphia was
the southern limit of the shock. At Cleve-
la;xd the shock was plainly but slightly
felt.

In the telegraph office here the operators
felt a serious movement of t e floor (the
seventh story), but there was no electrigal
phenomena copnected with it and no elec-
trical disturbance.

At Port Jervis there were two shocks
in quick succession and lasting about half
2 minute. Waterbury, Conn., reports a
shock was felt in that.yiciuity at 2.10 this
afternoon, lasting about Baif a minute,
At Peekskill the shock was felt distinctly
twice. At Nyack the earthqnake shook a
sectiod violently. Mount Vernon reports
that houses were shaken and their con-
tents rattied, creating great alarm among
the occupants. The chimney of a house
at Hamsville was shaken down and the
brick walls were badly shattered. The
people at Bordentown, N J., were thrown
into a state of great excitement by
the earthquake, lasting half a minute.
The shock was most severely felt at Hill
op looking westward where several chil-
iren were prostrated. The chimpey of &
house in Bordentown tumbled into the
street. Pans and dishes were thrown off
the shelves, The baptist Sunday school
was terrified into silence. Persous on the
river say the Delaware bulged sending
large waves on the shores,

At Stamford, Conn., a very perceptible
shock was felt, shaking the buildings etc.,
and scaring the inhabitants, At Stamford
house the guests rushed from the house ex-
Jlaiming that the last day- had come At
[slip, L. I, the earth shook violently
shortly after two. ~There was a general
stampede of occupants of the houses. Ani:
mals were frightened in their stables' and
manifested a desire to break away. Oae
citizen took out and commenced reading a

yer book.

At Princeton, N. J., a severe shock was
distinctly felt. Houses trembled, crock-
eryware jingled, door bells were rung and
picture frames moved out of their position.
Many were startled and rushed out of
doors. At Far Rockaway a loud rumbling
unoise startied the people all along the
south side of Long Island. A shock fol-
lowed, causing buildings to rock and glass
and crockeryware were thrown from their
shelves. The inmates ran out of their
youses screaming, and women fainting.
o Jamaica bay the water upheaved with
a lond report. The greatest excitement
prevailed, :

The earthquake shock was felt as far
eastward as Portland, Me. At that point
it was slight. Despatches from Albany,
N.Y., Wilmington, Del., Lancagter, Eas-
ton, Reading, Allentown, Lebanon, Potts-
ville, Poaixville and Pottstown, Pa., and
various places in New Jersey and New
York states report distinct shocks this
afternoon,

A pumber of walls and ceilings were
cracked by the ' earthquake. The shock
was most perceptibly felt in the dustrict
onunded by 125th and 1320d streets and
Third and Fourth avenues. Men, women
and children rushed screaming from their
hemes coatless aud hatless, Police Cap-
tain Petty says he noticed three distinct
shocks.

When the rumbling noise was heard the
atmost excitement prevailed in the thickly
populated tenement houses. The inmates
blocked the stairwaysina mad rush for
the street Windows were broken, crock-
ery smashed, and policemen called to pre-
serve order. The great towers of the
Brooklyn bridge oscillated visibly, while
vhe bridge rocked as if struck by a hurri-
:ane. At the iron steamboat pier the mo-
tion was so violent that the ticket-takers
rusned from their offices. Large crowds at
Central Park were thrown into a state of
violent excitement by the shaking and
strange rumbliog in the ground. Animals
in the menaygerie were frightened. There
was a panic at the large hotels, Coney
Island guests meking a general rush for the
open air.

At Long Branch the earthquake badly
frightened the people. = One lady was
thrown out of bed. Persons who wcre
bathing allege they folt a slight eleetrie

shoek.

WIPING THEM OUT.

Montana Cowboys Attack a €ang.of
Morse Thieves, Killing Nine.

Herexa, M.T., Aug. 9.—Meagre par-
ticulars have been received of another
slaughter of horse thieves in the Muscle
Shell region, 150 miles northeast of here,
last week by cowboys. While in pursuit
of the stolen horses & log house was dis-
covered in the timber on the mountain side.’
It was secretly watched a day or two, dur-
ing which time several small parties came
and went, some .by day snd others
by night, having in their -possession
horses evidently stolen, Evidently it was
the horse thieves’ rendezvous.

The Texas Fever Strikes Pennsylvania.

LANCASTER, Pa, Aug. 9.—A peculiar
disease was diccovered among 8 drove of
oattle in East Donegal township this
county, several days ago and the attention
of Dr, Thomas J. Edge, secretary of the
state board of agriculture, and Dr. Bridges
of Philadelphia, state veterinary surgeon,
called to the fact. They visited the in-
fected herd yesterday and decided that
several were suffering from Texas fever.
Precautions were taken to prevent the
spread of the disease, although they ap-
prehended no serious danger. A herd of
cows in the same township was visited by
Dr. Edge, who pronounced them suffering
from pleuro-pneumonia_and ordered sev-
eral killed and the rest quarantined,

Fseaping Taxation on Whisky.

THE CHOLERA EPIDEMIC.

4
DESCRIPTION OF AFPaTRS IN THE
AFFLICTED CITLES.

————

“Spread of the Disease In Etaly—Deaths at
Murseitles, Toulon and Other Places
—The Epidemic Eisewhere.

W ASHINGTON, Aug. 9 —Frank H. Mason, -
United States consul at Marseilles, in &
despatch to the state department relative
to the cholera at that place and Toulon,
says: It appears that, notwithstanding all
progress in medical science and very perfect
arrangements for collecting and treating
stricken victﬁ; of the scourge, more than
two-thirds of those attacked bave died,
even during the first fortnight of the epi-
demic, when all sanitary conditions were
most favorable. The almost immediate
transmission of the disease from Toulon to
Marseiiles and the enormous death rate (70
per cent)) in the earliest stages of the epi-
demic, seems to prove that sanitary science
and medical skill have made but little sub-
stantial progress in dealing with Asiatic
‘cholera.
A second feature of the present epi-
demio is therigor and deadlivess of iits at-
tack as compared with the last great
cholera summer—1865.  The rapidity and
violence of this development are attri-
buted in some measure to the intenee,
damp, stifling heat which prevailed during
most of the days since June 30. Thereare
physicians of judgment and experience
who maintain that desiccation is the only
effective destroyer of the choleraic microbe
on a large scale, and that dry, hot
weather, while it may be unfavorable for
those already attacked, is most effective in
staying the spread of contagion.

¢ Another noticeable feature of the pres-

ent visitation has been the simultaneous

and sudden »ppearance of the malady in
all parts of the city of Marseilles, Fugi-
tives from here have died at Aix,Grenoble
and other towns in southern France, but
the epidemic hae thus far not been kin-
dled, nor has any person been attacked
but such as had brought contagion from '
this city or Toulon. In view of the enor-
1a0us emigration which has ocemired sivce
the outbreak three weeks ago, estimated
by good authority at 100,000 persons from
Marseilles and 50,000 from Toulon, and
the distribution of this vast contingent
thronghout France, Italy, Switzerland and
the Nethelands, it is noteworthy and en-
couraging that o authenticated case of
cholera has occurred among this army
of fugitives at any point porth of Gren-
oble, Although a great number of [talian
working people left the two stricken cities
or northern Italy during the early days of
the epidemic, the disease has mnot, ap-
parently, been carried with them, or if it
has it is not yet developed. Nothing in
all the aispute coueernﬂveg; the origin and
care of the disease has added any effective-
ness to the means hitherto known for
treating cholera patients, and the propor-
tion of deaths to cascs appears to increase
rather than diminish. A momentary gleam
of hope was diffused by the announc ment
that patients bad been rescued from the
collapse stage of the malady at an hopital
in Toulon by the inha‘ation of oxygen, hut
this encouragement. has been.clouded by
the discovery that the effect of this power-
ful stimulant was but temporary and the
patient thus treated fioally died in the
wame ratio as those treated by other

methods. .

Paris, Aug. 10.—Fourteen deaths at
Marseilles Saturd:y, and one at Toulon.
The area affected by the cholera is widen-
ing. Yesterday there were five deaths at
Arles and five at Salin, a village of 420 in-
nabitants pear Arles. At Cette seven
deaths, at Beziers two, at Carcassonne
two, at Bordeaux one.

At
Viarseilles there were fourteen deaths to-
day.
