
AWARDS UNDER TREATY.

Thé commissioners appointed under the treaty, by their award dated
September 10, 1869, deternined that there should be paid in gold coin
by the United States the sum of $450,000 to the Hudson's Bay Com-
pany, and $200,@00 to the Puget Sound Agricultural Company.

I beg to call the attention of the Treasury Department to the fact that
the, frst installmient of these awards will become payable, under the
ternis of the convention, on the 10th day of September next.

AN ACT making an appropriation of money to carry into efeet the treaty with Great
Britain of July 1, 1863.

Whereas, by the treaty entered into on the first day of July, eighteen
hundred and sixty-three, between the United States and her Britannic
Majesty, for the final.settlement of the claims of thefHudson's Bay and Pu-
get Sound Agricultural Companies, it was stipulated that the sums which
miglit be owned by the commissioners under sàiid treaty should be paid
by the one government to the other in two equal annual installments,
the first to be paid within twelve months, and the second within twenty-
four months after the date of award, without interest. And whereas,
the commissioners appointed under said treaty did, by their award
dated September 10, 1869, determine that there should be paid in gold
coin by the United States of America the sui of four hundred and fifty
thousand dollars on account of the possessory rights and claims of the
Hudson's Bay Company, and the sum of two hundred thousand dollars
on account of the possessory rights and claims of the Puget Sound Agri-
cultural Company: Therefore

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the
United &ates of America in Congress assembled, That there be, and
hereby is, appropriated from any money in the treasury not otherwise
appropriated, six hundred and fifty thousand dollars in gold coin for the
payment to the governuient of Great Britain of the sums awarded, as
aforesaid, in accordance with the fourth article of the treaty of July 1,
1863.

Award.

At a meeting of the commissioners under the treaty of July 1, 1863,
between the United States of America and her Britannic Majesty for the
final settlement of the claims of the Hudson's Bay and Puget Sound
Agrieultural Companies, held at the city of Washington on the 10th day
of September, 1869.
