The Bishop’s visit to this Mission, on
Des. 8th, was helpful to the Incumbent in
many ways, and was hailed with delight
by all.  His Losdship arrived at Norton
Mills at 12.45 P.M. ; visited about wwelve
families during the afternoon, and preached

to a good congregation in St, Paul’s
Church, Stanhope, at 7.30 P.M. Friday

night was spent at Dixville, and the
greater port of Satvrday was taken up in
visiting. Saturd:y evening found his Lord-
ship at Mr. Perry s, Perrybe. o', wheve sev-
eral members of the congregation asseinbled
to mcet their ~hief Pastor. © nday’s
work began with a Celebration of the Holy
Communion and a scrmon in the Church
of the Adven* auv7.30 AM. "There were
upwards of lorty present, about thwty of
wiomcommunicated. The S rvice seemed
to carry one back to Apustolic times,
when the primitive Christians used to
assemble early i.. the morning on the first
day of the week for ‘* the breaking of the
bread.” A drive of ten miles and Dixville,
the headyuarters of the Mission, was
reached just in time for the 11 ’clock
s vvice in St. Juthert’s Church. At this
service one adult was baptized, six wers
confirmed, and there was a good attendance
at the Holy Table. The Bishop's plaii,
carnest and practical addeess to the can-
didates before and after Confirmation
clearly set forth the Seriptural authority
for the rite, as well as the fact that from
Apostolic times Baptism, Confirmcation
and the Holy Communion have not only
been in use 1 the Christian Church, but
have been reckoned among the essentirls.
The Church was packed and the addrusses
were listened to with rup. attentico. At
4 P.11. three candidates were coutirmed at
St. Paul’s Church, Swanhope ; and to
describe the addresses and congregation
would simply be to repeat what has just
heen mentioned. His Lordship returned
to Dixville for the Evening Service, and
preacbed a most plain and £ * le sermon
on the Holy Communion. fhus was
brought to a close a day lo.z to be remem-
bered in the history of the Mission, and it
is to be hoped that the good seed sown will
bring forth much fruit to the honour and
glory of God.  On Monday morning, after
having visited the village sch. ol, the good
Bishop took the train for Danville.

His Lordship expressed himself as being
highly pleased with everything in the
Mission, except that he thought the Pax-
sonage ought to have a furnace, which
want he hoped would be supplied before
another winter, —Church Guardia,

DANVILLE.

On Monday, December 11th, the Bishop
visited Oanville for the third time within
a year. ks last visit was on the occasion
of the Jubilee Scrvice held in Octuber.

On the atternoon of his arrival, Mr.
Wayman, the Reader, drove his Lordship
to Kingsey Falls, where, after making sev-
eral sick calls, ne confirmed four candi-
dates.  There was o very large and atte:.-
tive congregation. Mr. Wayman, acting
as chaplain, carried the Bishop’s pastoral
staff.  The same evening his Lordship re-
turned to Danville. This was the first
Confirmation ever held at the Falls,

Early niext morening the Bishap procecd-
ed with che Incumbent to Lorne, where at
9.30 an interesting and instructive Service
was held in the Church of the Epiphany,
when one young man was oaptised and
two candidotes confirmed. The Bishop
next proceeded with Mr. Wayman to the
Slate Quarries and Asbestos. At the form-
er place the Bishop addressed a gathering
ot the men e aployed in the works, At
Asbestos his wordship preached in the
school-house to o large gathering. Miss
Church, a Presbyterian, kindly presided at
the organ, and the service was earnest and
enjoyable. Returning to the Village of
Daunvilie, @ Confirmation Service was held
in 8t Augustine Chureh at 7 P.M. Six
candidates were presented by the Incum-
bent to his Lordship for the laying on of
hands.  After silent prayer, and the de-
livery of a plain and instrictive address on
the nature of this Holy rite and the spiri-
tual blessirgs which flow from it to the
faithful, they were confirmed. A second
address was then delivered to the congrega-
tion at large, and the service brought to a
close, the blessing being given by the
Bishop.

On Wedunesday mornirg Lis Lordship
visited Troutbrook and preached an elo-
quent sevmon.  The Charel was ¢crowded,
and the congregation joined in the Service
with much spirit.  Returning to Danville
in the afternoon, his Lordship left b the
3.45 train for Leeds.

During this brief visit, his Lordship
visited and preached at all six stasions, and
in doing so, drove 54 miles.
