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Ina fow moments I heard a knock at my door, and on
opeaing it I saw father, mothe:, daughter, wislting me
to sing and speak with them, I saw an answer to my
prayer. I told them of Jesus. We knelt in prayer.
They all decided for Jesus. My owa soul was filled
with such joy as I could not express, They are going
on their way rejoicing in the Lord.” Several soldiers,
it is belleved, bave found the Saviour through these
meetings, A soldier’s wifs came one eveuing to the
meeting, gave ber heart to God, and is now an
earnest Christian worker. “1 went to hear Mr.
Scroggie,” said a soldier In the Lospital, the other
day, “ with the ticket that I got. I gave my heart to
God, and am now feeling very happy.” By his provi
dence as well as His Word God has been speaking to
the soldiers is our barracks. One young soldier
attended the meeting at the Central Hall (the place
where the mcetings were held on the week night:) on
the Wednesday night, was taken to the hospital on
Thursday, and dled on Friday morning at four
o'clock,

Since Mr. Scroggie left us, fruit has begun to
appear in some quarters. A Christian lady wrote to
the writer of this notice yesterday and stated the fol-
lowing pleasing incldent .—** I have this moment had
an anxious soul here who has left rejoicing In Jesas.
