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WE ARE WAITING.

It has for a long time been deemed absolutely necessary for the
well-being of the community that the ‘liquor traffic should be con-
trolled by specially stringentlaws. In days gone by, the adminis-
tration of these laws and the whole regulation of the traflic were
inthe hands of our municipal councils. These councils fixed the
number of licenses, and appointed the officers who were charged
with the enfurcement of the law. TLater un, the Provincial Gov -
ments took charge of the licensing system, and appointed cor..nis-
sioners and inspectors. This was the plan in operation when the
Scott Act Lecame law, and the Provincial authorities were therefore
looked upon us responsible for its enforecement. The MeCarthy Act
changed this, and now, although it sceins that the regulation of the
traffic under the license system will still be in the hands of the
Provincial Governments, the Dominion Government claims the right
to sy who shall Le the officers who are cliarged with the earrying
out of the provisions of the Scott Act. This being the case, it will
be at once scen that a thorough and etiective enforcement of the law
will be attained only when there is in power at Ottawa a govern-
ment in sympathy with the law, or else a government that fedls
compelled to act so as to secure the support of thuse who are ansivus
for the enforcement of the law. The administrativn of the Scott
Act will be imperfect if officers are appointed solely because they
arc Conscrvatives or Reformers. Men must be seleeted to enfurce
the law who are in sympathy with the law.

We must then, if temperance legislation is to be made offeetive,
have a government in harmony +with, and whose suppurters are
in harmony with, the policy of suppressivn of the diink tiafiic,
Temperance electors are rapidly coming to rceugnisze this. They
arc anxiously waiting for some official avowal of such a policy. If
both of the existing political partics make such an avowal, thero
will be no nevd for any disruption of the caisting party organiza-
tions. The approval of bLoth friinds and fous will mahe 1t casy
for & govemmnent to shape and carry otit o thorvugh going pulicy
and temperance (men Wil retain their prosent respective pulitical
allegiances, unless one of these parties bitrays the trust repoused in
it. If only unc of the old partics puts the plank of prohibution in
its platforin, then the other party must be prepared to do without
the suppurt of the tumpurance decturate—a large, intelligent and
rapidly growing party of men that will nut suburdinate prineiple
to mere party prejudice.

T no action is taken on Gither of the lines indieated, then therp
is only onc course lcft us to pursue. To this contingency we havo
before referred, to the seriousness of it we must again call the at-
tention of our public men. The situation is forced upon us Ly the
urgency of the need for immediate decisive action, and we must niot,
and will not, shirk the responsibility. We must have total prohibi-
tion; we must have practical and effective legislation on this line;
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
