It is arguable
that as a matter of fact there is no reference tn
the Pope's authority ab all in the executive par-
tion of she aot, It is undoubtedly the case that
the preamble to the act—an unusoally long
one, by the way,—contains a recital of events
which led to the introduction of the bill, and
that in the correspond=nece ro set out aunthorivy
bad been claimed on bebalf of the Haly See,
to which, however, the First Minister did not
ssend. The introduction «f the nameof the
Pope may be unuaual and very likely unpalat-
able to some an Protestants, but as it appears
in course of a recital of facta which had pre-
viously ocourred and which, of courss, legisla-
tion could not obliterate or annul, and there
being, moreover, no such reference in the body
of the acy, I did notconsider that Her Majeaty’s
authority waa in any degree weakeuned or assail-
ed, nor that I was compelled, in the exercise of
my duty as Ler representative, to disallow the
act on thav account. :
‘' As to the question of policy, that is not one
on which I feel at liberty to pronocunce an
opinion. I believe, and am confirmed in my
belief by the best authorities whom I can con-
sult, thas the act was inira vircs. Then my
power of interferance is limited, for the act does
not appear to do mora than to seek to restore to
a certain society,

NOT IN EIND, BUT IN MONET,

a portion of the property of which that society
was in years gone by deprived withous compen.
sation, and it proposes to give a compensation
therefor in the money of the province which had
become poasessed of the property and was pro-
fiting by it. Aas to the recognition spoken of in
paragraph 4 of your petition, of the rights of
the Jesnit sociaty to make further demands, it
saems t0 me that these acts leave such eo-called
‘righta’ exactly where they were. Ibis by no
menna uocommon for the Crown to recogmize
such & moral claim. And I can speak from my
porsonal experience. When I wae Secretary
of the Treasury, ten or twelva yeara ago, it con-
stantly bappeved that, in cases of tnteatary
escheats and other fofeitures to the Crown, the
moral claim of other persons was admitted and
remissions were made, not a8 a matter of legal
right, for the right of the Crown was undia-
puted, but aa a matter of grace. There are also
many Parliamentary precedenta to the same
effect. Such casee must in each instance, it
apems o me, be decided on their own merits.
As to paragraphs 5and 6, alao mentioned in
your petition, you will pardon my saying that I
am nob conoeroed either to admit or deny your
atatement, But, as a matter of fact, I do not
fiod any evidence that this Dominion and in
this nineteenth ceatury thad the Society of
Jeaus that beean less law-abiding or lesa luyal
citizens have any others. As to the paragrapn
6, it appears to me that the legal status of the
society was aettled by the act of 1857 (to which
little or mo objection was taken.) I cannot see
anything unconstitusional in thab respeot in the
payment of the mouey in tat:xashion to a society
duly incorporated by law, The Governor-Gen-
eral, both by the written Iaw and by the upirit
of the constitution, is

of his responsible ministers. If he disagrees
with them on questions of high policy ae being
contrary to she interest of Her Majesty’s
Empire, or 1f he believes_that they do nob re-
present the feelings of Parlinment, it is con-
stitutionally his duty to summoen otixer advisers
if he ia sntiafied that thoss 80 summoned canm
carry on the Queen’'s Government and the
affairs of the Dominion. As to the first, I can-
not eay that I dieagree whith the course which,
under the circumstances, the ministers have re-
commended, believiog it, from the best author-
ities to which I have had access, to be constitu-
tional. The Parliament of the Dominion, by 188
to 18, has expressed the same view, I decline
to go behind recorded votes.

#Members of Parliament are elected not as
the delegates but as the represontatives of the
people, and {t is their duty to guide themselven
according to that which they believe %o be in
the beat interest of the high function which
they have to discharge. Again, I would ask,
do the dissentients represent the majority ? I
find that 188 reprasented 916,717 voters, where-
as the thirteen members represend 77,297, and
moreover the body of the constitutional Opposi-
tion appears to have voted for the approval of
the allowance of the bill, I have been asked
(though not by you) to disallow the act, though
otherwise advised by ministers and thongh con-
teary to the senee of Parliament. Would it be
consbitutional for a moment that I should do so?
If it were a question of commerce, or of fin-
ance, or of retorm, or of constitution, there
could be no doubt and I cannot conceal fora
moment the doubt which I feel, however care-
ful the Governor-General may be in receiving
sush a deputation, there may be some risk of
his being held up as a court of appeal ou the
question of constitutional Governmeot, and
againsh the Parliament with which it is his duty
to work in concert, Then it has been said
why not faciliate a reference to the Privy
Council ? I helieve that mi advisera have
a_perfeotly good answer that, having no doubt
of the correctnesa of their view, they have a
good reascn for nob so doing.

‘' 1 bave been acked to dissolve the House of
Oommons in one of the petitions te which I am
veplying. A dissolution of Parliament in the
first inatance, except under the gravest ciroum-
stances,and perhapa with greab reservation even
then, shonld not be pronounced except on the
advice of responsible miniatexrs.

Righte’ association and form similar organiza-
tioos in the provinces, with a view to the for.
mation of a Dominion assooiation and to secure
propbel,-' representatives of their viewa in Parlia-
menb.

Exoursionists Wrecked.

WaterTown, N.Y,, August 1.—The palace
ateamer St, Lawrence, the best on the line of
the Thousand Islands [Steamboat compasy, on
a rook off Hog Island, in the Canadian channel,
this afternoon, and is parting. She has received
injuries which will coat $20,000 to repair,and will
be useless to the company during the remalnder
of the season, She had on board nearly 900
people, who were safely conveyed to the ad-
Joining islands, where they wiil remain until the
superiotendent of the line cansend to take them
off, The St. Lawrence was on the Rogers ex-
cursion, It left Clayton abous 11.30 a.m, with
850 people. There wete over 1,000 on the ex-
cursicn, and the Maynard, which is allowed to
carry 125 people, was detailed to take those who
could not board the St. Lawrence. The May-
nard and St Lawrence left together, the former
following after the St. Lawrence a short dist-
ance. Many were below at dinner when the
boat reached Canadian waters and entered the
narrow channel. Near Hog Island the captain,
ib is said, attempted to cross from the narrow to
the main channel and when part way over the
Sb. Lawrence struok a rock, and riding over it
rested with the centre of the boat on the higheat
point. She settled at both ends, The Maynard
was approaching, and as soon as she could land-
ed her passengers on the adjacent island.

Not a person was injured and all were landed
withont even getting wet. When the accident
oocurred men and women were frantio with
frisht, but no one atbempted to jump overabard,
and the offisers acted with great preasnce of
miud. Oapt. Milo Estes, who was in oharge of
tke St. Lawrenoe, has been kiown as one of the
monb careful captains on the river,

BURKE IN PRISON.

Exeltisg Iacident Durisg the Cronin Buse

Fanao, Dak , August 5.—Suspect Burke, in
the custody of the Chicago detectives, passed
through this city Iast night on his way to Chic-
sg0,  Ba was chainad t0 the Anor of tha alasner
and bandcuffed 0o two of the officers, There
was an officer in front and one behind, leaving
small chance for escape.
