THE NATIONAL COUNCIL HOLDS
ITS FIRST PUBLIC CONFERENCE.

ELOQUENT ADDRESS BY THE PRESTDENT,
LADY ABERDEEN, UN THE SCUPE AND
wORK oF THE ORGANIZATION.

The publie meetings of the .\'atmpnl
gouncil of Women, hell at the High
sohool in this city, during the course of
the week, were marked by a mensure of
‘quecess such as was not anticipnted by
the promoters of the undertaking.

At the openipg meeting, Mrs. Cum-
wings. vorresponding secretary of the
organization, read a very lengthy report
of the workings of the Council during
the past year, after which Her FKxcel-
fency the Countess of Abenleen, in de-
Jivering her annual address as president
of the Council, said in part:

«Qur Council is being tested.  Doulbt
assailed it at its birth and its early
jnfancy was pnssed in ao  atmes
phere of yuestioning uncertainty, of apen
sivers or of kindly jests—ouly o few he-
lieved that it conld do any good during
the rrief and evanescent existence that
was to be its 103 ; and there were but »
pandfi who believed that a force had
been set in motion which was to become
a great powerin the land—apnwer none
the less potent because of its intangibil-
ity and vagneness of its aims anid uieth-
wls, of which so many complain. But
the oplimists were in the right this
time.

1 do not know how you feel about it,
fellow members of the Council, but 1
confess  that & great awe [ossesses me
when I sit down and contemplate the
menning of the Council, what it already
»tatuls for in go many citiesand districts
of Canads, and its vast pot ntizlity for
the future. Ido not speak so much of
the direct work it has been nble tone-
complish and of which we have heard a
brief report thia evening, and «f which
feuler necounts were rendered this morn-
ing. We might ask you to dwell a lule
on the consequences of that work. intro:
dusing  mavnal  edueation  into  the
schnols, of securing the  presence  of
women on school boands, ol ebtaining
the appuintnnnt of wamen inspectors
for factories and mills whe re wornen are
employed. of the intr duction of w
syaem of cooperation in the relief of
distresr, hringing  about  veey  desir
uble chapges in® the  arrangements
tor women pris ners, both when they
were limst arrested and in some places
during their continement; in supporting
huspitnls and caring for the sick; in
wpreading sanitary knowledge and i
formation coneerning the laws of health
and the care of childeen, of which wo
many wothers are entirely ignorant; iu
spreading a knowledee of the Jaws of
our land ar they aflect our children and
vurselves, as they tauch the working
women, as they deal with the poor and
erring : in furthering the ciccutation of
cheap henlthy literature snd in devising
means whereby to awaken an apprecia-
tion of such Iterature that will more
surely aid us in our crusade againat bad
and harm{ul publications than any sup-
pression of the sume ; in etforts to uu-
derstand the circumstances and the con-
ditivns which surround the working
wamen in many ditferent phuses, and to
join hands with them i any etlorts tor
the amclioration or uplifting of their
for: we might enlarge on the various
e Unnds suiopted by different {oeal coun-
cils to attain these and other ends, and
weask you to ponder on the etleets of
thix being done in coneert by the most
earhest woanen ob ench districet gathered
togetlicr irrespective of race or ereed or
eliuss to conterwith one another asto the
missinn they have in common, and now
they can best earry it 1uto practice for
the common gond.,

Her Excellency then entered into
many other phases of the work which
the ecouncil intended tu pertorm, aml
cancluded by making o stroug appeal
to the women of Canada to assist iu the
vndertaking,

[, Stephen Vinceut Ryan, Bishop of
Butlalo, in the State ot New York, do
make, publish, and deelare this my last
will and testament, that ia to say @

Fimt.—I direct my executurs herein
after numed to pay my st debts and
funeral expenses as soon as possible ajter
my Jdecrase.

Second.—I devise and bequeath all my
tstote, both real and personal, of what-
ever hind, nume, and nature, and where-
ever situnte, whether in posseegion, re-
vorsion., remainder, or  uthierwise, of
which I am now seized and possessed, or
to which 1 may be in anywlise entitled,
or which I may hereinalter acquire,
untu Muost Rev. Michael A, Corrigan,
Archbishop of the City of New York;
Kt. Rev. Charles E. McDunnell, Bishop
of the City of Bruokiyn, New York State,
and Rt. Rev, Patrick” A. Ludden, Bishop
ol the City of Syr.cuse, New York State,
to have and to hold the same, and every
puart thereof, with the appurtenances to
them, their heirs, executors, administra-
Lurs, and assigns as joing donante, and not
4% tehants 1n common.

Third.—1 liereby nominate and ap-
point Most Rev. Michael A, Corrigan,
Archibishop ol the City of New York; Kt.
Rev. Charles E. MeDonnell, Bishop of
the City of Brooklyn, New Yurk State,
and Re. Rev. Putricf: A. Ludden, Bishop
0f'the City ol + yracuse, New York Stute,
the executore of this, my will. -

sl my hand and seal this 28ed day ot
davunry, in the year of our Lerd one
th rvsend eight hundred and ninety-four.

No
maentien of this is made in the will for
the renson that it was entirsly unneces-
8 ry, a3 the law prmvides that the benefi-
ciary named is entitled to the money no
mutter what claims of uny kiud there
may be on an estate and without regard
to n will,

The will was proven by Father Shea.
han of this city and Futher Cannon of
Lockport. Father Gleason, who was
aleo & witness to the will, died before
the Bishop.

In his petitivn Bishup Ludden states
that Most Rev. Michael Corrigan, Arch-
bishop of New York, Right Kev. Charles
E. McDonnell, Bishop of Brooklyn, und
he himself, hud been bamed as execu-
tors.  The petition was made by Bishop
Ladden, the other executors baviug re-
nounced.

Bishop Ludden states that the estate
is valued at #07.500, of which 00,000
is veal and $7,500 personal property.

MOE. MAGENKIS SAYS HIS HOLINESN [ EN-

follows :—"Althaugh the Pope has but
recs 0ty celebruted his S6th birthday,
and is sumewhat feeble physically.” sauld
Mgr. Mugrennia, “'his eye brightens when
Lie apenks and he is as vigorous imtellee-
tually as ever.  His conntenance bright-
ens when in the presence of oflicials of
the chureh, and bie 1w all animation when
he addresses them with his remarkable
powe rs of elocution, and with an empha-
ais that leaves o lasting lnpression «n
hir anditors,

“The reports of the Qb health of the
holy fathier are unfounded. and terday he
shows an intellectual vigor (ully as great
as five or even ten years ago, He inter-
estr himgell in all matters of religion
and state atfairs in conneetion with the
chureh all over the world, In spite of
hig advanced age be devote s many hors
every day to receiving reports from the
various heads of departments, He seens
to be alwave ylad to receive visitors from
all parts of the workl, He converses
with them in the Freneh or Lalian fan-
guage. He seems to have s particnlar
fondness for Americans, not orly Catho-
lies, but those who do not beelomg 1o the
church,

HOWTHE WOMEN OF CANADA CAN
FROMOTE IT.

A SPLENDID Fabhil; 115 KEYNOTE, 10 SOW
THE SEEDs  oF  PATRIOTISM  IN  THE
RISING GENERATION BY A KECITAL OF
THE DEEDS OF PROWESS OF CANADAE
REAT PIONEELS,

Among the many viluable papers read
during the reeent public conference of
the National Coaneil of Wonien, held in
this city last week, was one contributed
hy Misx M. L. Hurt, 8 member of the
Cutholic lLadire’  Literary Society of
Toronto, as follows :

Lie this paper 1 do not intend to speak
o} Hterature ag it now exists in Canada,
or to take mention of any of the many
names Wlhose hossessors are !‘i:ll'ng or
have risen to prominence and  perhaps
fame; [ intend merely to point aut one
or two respects in which Canada s
tavorml as a ticld tor diterature, and to
touch on a few wava that sugeest them-
selves. whereby we, as women of UCinadn,
may help on the work in our everyday
lie.

“ How Canadian Wemen Can Promaote
Canadian Literature? i< a question that
can be anewered only by the spplication
of general priveiples to a particular
cieme.  There is no Uroyal road” for the
speeial development of Caidian fetters;
the only exelusive part in the process
heing that which loeal characte ristics
aml environment sapply.

Thia ing the cose it were well to
take a plance at the conrse of lit rature
amongat other peopler, aud tho by com
parison we miy see ol what cssentlale
we nre already possensed cither in parnt
or in full, and also thage, af any, in
which we are entirely deticient, the sewd
of which it is neceasiary to vow,

W need not go back 1o the nitions of
the East. whoee literature in many ¢ases
bloomed. reached its Zenith and died,
while Europe was still in the eradle ol
barbarism and the American Continent
nnknown. but et us begin with Greeee
the enlture ot which eventually over
gpread  all Wistern  civilizrgddon, and
whose fap-reachiog inthienee is telt by
all vivitized proples. even at the preseut
tday.

The s of Jetters which delnged the
Lamel during the cpoch of Greek caitore
was dne o the emotion endled forth by
the gigantic strupeie of the ticveks for
their independencs in thix stengele
swainst the Prraians, the Grocks were at
Laet siccessiut, and the peace which fol-
Lowesd was the apportunity tor the long
pent up fountain too overllaw, Pl
Greeee heen conguered, her literature
would not have hern Caprivity is no
nirse for the muses  Freodom the
fpirit that animates the sonl v anation,
Hilieg it with that enthusiasm of Jove

As the producers of o distinerive
Ronn literatare, three men stand orth

Cieero added  the work by using pub-
Neiy the Roman Iangiage only, as the
Lingunge of scienec--thaggh prior to
this the custom had hern to use the
Greek tongue for all intellectual pur
poses—and by duing all in his power to
makoe the Roman fangiage the languaage
of science ag well as that ol eloguence.

Ciosar atlsn helped by his oratory and
by his endeavor to east abroul a seien-
tifie knowiedge of the language of which
he had made bimaelf master,

Virro assisted by bisearefd eollection
of the learned and otherwise valuabile
Linoks of other landa,

l{ere, then, are two wiys in which

(hemselves and those nnder their care
give assiduons attention to the enretul
cultivation of the carrect use of the
Enghsh Jangnage, Though Canada js
Nt w nation, she has & national tengae;

Now, nx lapguage precedes literatnre,
and an progress in the lormer 1 8 pre-
sage of progress in the latter, let us ask
ourselves; do we give to this lunguage
the study it deserves? Do we observe
the subtile but beautifl shndes of ditler-
ences.in the meaning of wurids whicli to
a casual observer seem the same ?

Some may be able to answer yes, but
it is to be feared that the majority could
answer, truthtully, in the negative.
Not long since o professor of English in
one of our schools, while nddr ssing his
claes—all adults and many of whom had
been teachers—made this statement:
We Canadians think ourselves good
speakers of the English language, but in
dedug su we flatter ourselves, and it is
time to awaken to a realization of the
fact, :
