Of the number
sent up 98 per cent. were succusstul
Trourteen pupfis, nine hoys and five
wirls were sont hy the gchool, and all
pasaxl hut one hoy. This was a v
cord difficult to surpass, and o re
cord that echabled Catholics to defy
criticism. There was no excuse then
for any Catholic in the parish gending
his children to schools outside e
city. He Lrusted that he would not
come across any case where children
wero sent to non-Catholie sehools.
