11— Submitted a letter from Messrs. Longpré Bros, ask-
ing permission to sell refreshments on La Fontaine Park.

Resolved: That a report be made to Council asking that
an appropriation of $2,000 be voted to build a café or res-
taurant on La Fontaine Park.

12.—Submitted a letter from Mr. Alfred St-Amand, ask-
ing for a site on La Fontaine Park, to erect a monument
in memory of those who took part in the Fenian War.

Resolved: To inform Mr. St-Amand that the Committee
is well disposed to grant his demand, provided the plans
of said monument are submitted and approved of by the
City."

13 —Submitted a letter from Mr. Alphonse Vanier, ask-
ing for a position.

Laid on the table.

14.—A delegation from the Mount Royal Cemetery Co:;
was heard on the proposed transfer to the City of a part
of the old military cemetery on Papineau Road. Messrs.
S. O. Shorey, S. P. Stearns and secretary Durnford, in-
formed the Committee, that the Mount Royal Cemetery
Co., was willing to dispose of its half of the old burial
ground at the ICity’s valuation, plus 207, allowed by the
City Charter, and plus also a sum of $7,000 to transfer the
remains to Mount Royal Cemetery.

The chairman stated that the real point of the diffi-
culty wag found to consist in the fact that the British Go-
vernment firmly decline to transfer the second part of the
burying ground to the City.

Mr. Shorey suggested that perhaps, if the City agreed
to erect a memorial to the fallen wsoldiers, the Govern-
ment might reconsider its refusal.

On motion of Ald. Giroux, it was

Resolved: That the question be referred to Ald. M. Mar-
tin, M.P., with a request to make another attempt at Ot-
tawa to induce the authorities there to accede to the de-
mand of the City for the cession of the old cemetery be-
longing to the Imperial Government. .

15—Mr. Emanuel Blont, representing The Berliner
Gramophone Co., appeared before the Committee and offer-
ed to sell one of their large gramophone to give concerts
in the public parks.

Mr. Blont ask permission to give a concert on one of
the parks with his gramophone for the purpose of de-
monstrating that his instrument is capable of giving a
good entertainment to the public.

Resolwed: To allow Mr Blont to give said concert on
Fletcher's Fielld.

Carter, on behalf of the sub-committee, ap-
pointed to consider the offer of the Redpath Estate, to
gell their property adjoining Mount Royal Park to the
City, reported that said estate are willing to sell said pro-
perty to the City for the sum of $375,000.
