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shall be deemed to be a resident of the State in

which hc has an habituai abode;

c) if he bas an ha.bituai abode in both States or In

neither of them, he shall be dcemed to be a

resident of the State of which he is a national;

d) if he is a national of both States or of neither of

them, the competent authorities of the Contracting

States shall settie the question by mutual

agreement.

3. Where by reasoi of the provisions of paragraph i a

company is a resident of both Contracting States, then it

shah]. be deemed to, be a resident of the State in which it is

incorporated or otherwise constituted.

4. Where by re'ason of the provisions of paragraph i a

person other than an individual or à company is a resident of

both Contracting States, the competent authorities of the

Contracting States shall by mutual agreemnent endeavour to

settie the question, and te determine the mode of application

of the Convention te such person.

Article 5

PERMANENT ESTABLISHMENT

i. For the purposes of this Convention, the term "permanent

establishment" means a' f ixed place of business through which

the business of an enterprise is wholly or partly carried on.

2. The term "permanent establishmnent" includes especially:

a) a place of management;

b) a branch;

c) en office;

d) a factory;

e> a workshop; and
