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continue to be given in English, both in the air and in the classroom, it
understood that the Norwegian Government wiil arrange to have ail studel
brought to the required level of language proficiency prior to their arriVa'
in Canada.

If the foregoing is acceptable to the Govermnent of Norway, I propo'
that this note and your reply to that effeet shah constitute an agreemner
between our Governments, to become effective on the date of your reply.
