4, Third Secrataries, including in some cases,
temporary Third Secretaries, may be transferred

to posts abroad at any time.

5. In view of the desirability of ready transfer,
Third Secretaries should not enter upon marriage
without the authorization of the Secretary of State
or Under-Secretary of State for External Affairs.
