DETERM1NED to create an expanded and secure market for the goods
produced i their territories;

WISHING to establish a free trade area through the removal of trade barriers;

COMMITTED to reduce distortions of trade;

RESOLVED to establish clear and mutualy advantageous rules governing ther
trade;

INTENDING to enhance the competitiveness of their flrms in global mnarkets;

AIJMING to croate new einployment opportuities and improve working
conditions and living standards in their respective territories;

DETERMINED to ensure that the ga~ins from trade liberalisation are flot offset
by the erection of private, anti-competitive barriers;
