W HEREAS O ur P arliam en t of C anada stands prorogued to  the n ineteen th  
day of th e  m onth  of August, 1954, a t w hich tim e, a t O ur City of O ttaw a, 

you w ere held  and  constrained to appear.

N ow  Know Ye, th a t for divers causes and  considerations, and  tak ing  into 
consideration th e  ease and convenience of O ur Loving Subjects, We have 
though t fit by and  w ith  the advice of O ur P riv y  Council for Canada, to relieve 
you, and  each of you, of your attendance a t the  tim e aforesaid, hereby  convok­
ing and  by these  presents enjoining you and each of you, th a t on T hursday, the  
tw en ty -s ix th  day  of the  m onth of A ugust, 1954, you m eet Us, in O ur P arliam en t 
of Canada, a t O ur C ity of O ttaw a, th ere  to tak e  into consideration the sta te  and 
w elfare  of C anada and there in  to do as m ay seem  necessary. Herein Fail N ot.

In  Testimony Whereof, We have caused these O ur L e tte rs  to be m ade P aten t, 
and th e  G reat Seal of C anada to be hereun to  affixed. Witness: The 
H onourable Charles Holland Locke, Puisne Judge of the Suprem e 
C ourt of C anada and D eputy of O ur R ight T rusty  and  W ell-beloved 
Counsellor, V incent Massey, M em ber of O ur O rder of the  Com panions of 
H onour, G overnor G eneral and C om m ander-in-C hief of Canada.

A t Our Government House, in  O ur C ity of O ttaw a, this fou rteen th  day of 
A ugust in  the year of O ur Lord  one thousand  n ine hundred  and fifty -four 
and in  th e  T hird  year of O ur Reign.
