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Inquiries of the Ministry
confidence, with regard to the program in
connection with such a serious loss of trade,
the restoration of which would lead to the
revenue about which he spoke so eloquently
earlier on?

Mr. Trudeau: No, Mr. Speaker. If a state-
ment is to be made it will be made by the
appropriate minister.

Mr. Woolliams: May I direct a supplemen-
tary question to the minister? I wish to join
with other hon. members in welcoming him
back. When the hon. gentleman gets back to
his desk, and in the near future, will he be
prepared to make a statement on this serious
problem, one which is causing anxiety to the
industry in Canada, particularly in western
Canada?

Hon. J. J. Greene (Minister of Energy,
Mines and Resources): We shall be in con-
stant touch with the industry. I believe we
are in continuing consultation with Washing-
ton with respect to their current review of
policy. As the hon. member knows, a good
deal of the future well-being of the oil indus-
try in Canada depends on United States policy
and the attitude they take toward the present
quota system. In these circumstances I
believe the best service we can do the
Canadian industry is to make sure that our
views are made known in Washington as
strongly and as effectively as possible, and
this we certainly intend to continue to do.

Right Hon. P. E. Trudeau (Prime Minister):
Mr. Speaker, we have taken the position that
further progress toward the definition of
defence policy will be announced in due
course, and of course members of the house
will have an occasion to discuss it.

Mr, J. M. Forrestall (Darimouth-Halifax
Easi): Mr. Speaker, in light of the widespread
press interpretation of the remarks of the
Minister of National Defence and of the
Secretary of State for External Affairs last
night, may I ask the right hon. Prime Minis-
ter whether the government has now conclud-
ed in its defence policy review the necessity
for some form of continual role in NORAD,
and particularly in the U.S. proposals for air-
borne warning and control through the
1970’s?

Mr. Trudeau: Mr. Speaker, I cannot com-
ment on the press interpretations that the
hon. member refers to, not having been made
aware of them and not having read them,
but I can say that the policy has not yet been
finally decided by the government.
