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known. No record has been kept but there have been
occasions when oversized loads have been turned away.

5. In 1972, the total amount spent on Bluenose advertis-
ing was approximately $55,000. Of this, $30,000 was spent
in a joint program with the Nova Scotia government,
resulting in advertising worth $60,000. Two ads were used,
one for spring and one for early summer. These ads
appeared primarily in eastern United States newspapers.
Surveys show that these areas are the major source of
ferry traffic. The media were the major daily newspapers
in Hartford and New Haven, Conn.; Boston, Mass.;
Springfield, Conn.; Newark, N.J.; New York, Albany, Buf-
falo, Long Island, Rochester, Syracuse and Baltimore,
New York; and Providence, Rhode Island. In addition,
C.N. had its own campaign for the Bluenose costing
$14,800. This consisted of ads which appeared in papers in
Halifax, New Glasgow, Sydney, Truro, Antigonish, Kent-
ville, Bridgetown, Bridgewater, Liverpool, Lunenburg,
Pictou, Shelbourne, Windsor and Yarmouth in Nova
Scotia, and Portland and Bangor in Maine. This advertis-
ing was to generate local traffic. Radio stations in Halifax,
Truro, Bridgewater, Bridgetown, Antigonish and Yar-
mouth were used primarily to reach tourists on the move.
A total of 650,000 colour brochures were printed for distri-
bution in 1971 and 1972 at an approximate cost of $10,555.
In addition, 350,000 inserts were printed in 1972 with the
current schedule and fares. This cost $2,065. There are
four (4) permanent billboards advertising the Bluenose,
two in Maine at Kittery and Brewer, and two in Nova
Scotia at Annapolis Royal and Italy Cross. In addition,
C.N. was able to obtain the use of temporary billboards in
Maine for the promotion of the Bluenose service as part
of an agreement with a national U.S. magazine. Total cost
of the Bluenose service for this additional advertising was
$50.

Question No. 285—Mr. Cossitt:

Is the government giving consideration to including Smiths
Falls, Ontario as a designated area eligible for grants under the
DREE Program?

Mr. Marcel Prud’homme (Parliamentary Secretary to
Minister of Regional Economic Expansion): At present
there are two designated regions in Ontario. Incentive
Region B is scheduled to remain designated until Decem-
ber 31, 1973. Incentive Region C is scheduled to remain
designated until June 30, 1973. (Smiths Falls is not in
either region.) Prior to the foregoing dates, there will be
consultations with the Province of Ontario regarding
future designated regions. These consultations will take
place over the next few months. No decision will be made
regarding any changes in the present designated regions
until these discussions have been completed.

ICEBREAKERS CONSTRUCTION
Question No. 290—Mr. Allard:

Is it the intention of the government to order construction of
more icebreakers to overcome the apparent lack of such ships in
service?

Hon. Jean Marchand (Minister of Transport): The gov-
ernment intends to increase the icebreaking capability of
the Canadian Coast Guard by placing an order for the
construction of an icebreaker for service on the Great
Lakes, the Gulf of St. Lawrence and the St. Lawrence
River in winter and for deployment to the Arctic in
summer. Construction will commence later this year with
delivery expected towards the end of 1975. Under consid-
eration at the present time are plans for the construction
of three more icebreakers of a similar class and a decision
on this program will be forthcoming in the near future.
