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fussy tban tbe otber, for botb Opposition Parties bave intro-
duced amendrnents to guarantee employment, to make sure
tbat Canadian investors do not lose faitb in their country, and
to promote regional development tbrougbout Canada, particu-
larly in Quebec.

Here is tbe kind of beadlines we see tbese days, Mr.
Speaker:

Complete reversai of federal priorities. Military expenditures favoured over
regionai assistance.

Staternents by ministers and Government priorities are quite
enougb to worry Canadians, and tbe wbole exercise cannot be
left in the bands of only one indîvidual. Let us say I bave
confidence in this Minister, but all Hon. Members know tbat
be will not be alone to monitor the situation. Officials and
various people will be tbere to assist bim. I would suggest that
Hon. Members are in the best position to advise tbe Minister.
Tbey are supposed to be familiar witb tbeir region, tbeir
riding, and regardless of polîtical affiliation-Conservative,
Liberal and NDP alike-eacb Member must bave a role to
play because bis first responsibility is to upbold tbe interests of
men and wornen in bis riding wbo elected birn in tbe first
place.

Mr. Speaker, wben we consider the decisions made since
September 4, or November 5 wben tbe session began, includ-
ing Summer Canada programs budget cut-backs in rnost rid-
ings, no wonder people bave lost faitb in tbe Conservative
majority. Various projects bave been banded over to officiaIs
wbo make bonest and sincere efforts to do tbeir job properly,
but tbose people cannot possibly be tborougbly farniliar witb
our ridîngs and, as elected Members, we mnust answer to our
electors for every decision made, good or bad. No Sir, 1
suspect tbe Government may bave been tbrougb bad experi-
ences witb some of tbe Conservative Members witb respect to
Canada Works. Tbe Minister did flot waste tirne before telling
tbose Members-Liberal Mernbers were told autornatical-
ly-tbat tbey could no longer participate with cornmunity
organizations and businesses in tbe developrnent of tbeir
region. That was the first sign of mistrust between tbern. The
figbt bas broken out witbin the power bungry Cabinet. It is no
secret, we aIl know tbat the Minister of State for Youtb (Mrs.
Cbamnpagne) does not get along witb tbe Minister of Employ-
ment and Immigration (Miss MacDonald). Tbose two are
figbting, and one does not know wbat tbe otber is doing. Tbey
are always Iooking over their sboulders. Tbe best proof, Mr.
Speaker ... The Hon. Member for Mission-Port Moody (Mr.
St. Germain) just said somnetbing. Tbe best proof? Tbe presi-
dent of the national caucus was appointed, not elected. It
sbows a lack of confidence-

Mr. Deputy Speaker: Order, please. I would ask tbe Hon.
Member to speak to tbe two motions.

Some Hon. Members: Hear, bear!

Mr. Malépart: 1 arn sure you agree witb me, Mr. Speaker,
and wben you stood up, it clearly demnonstrated tbat 1 was
rigbt on and tbat the problemn is truly there. Tbat is wby ail the
arnendments introduced botb by tbe NDP and tbe Liberal
Party aim at ensuring that Parliamentarians get tbe proper
respect. Tbese amendments call for tbe Cabinet to be advised
of the terrnis of any planned takeover. Tbat is quite normal.
Why try to bide anything? Wby object to public disclosure?
Wbat is there to bide? Is sorneone plotting anytbing? 1
wonder, because of tbe position of the Conservatîves towards
these arnendments. If we consider tbe proliferation of the little
clubs witb a $100 admission fee, we become increasingly
suspicious about tbe concentration of privileges. 1 can under-
stand the Conservatives' reaction, because they cannot stand
being told tbe truth. Otherwise, if they bad notbing to bide,
wby would they refuse the amendments proposed both by the
NDP and the Liberal Party?

Have you ever seen ordinary citizens trying to bide any-
tbing? Ordinary citizens are open, Canadians are open, and
wbat we are trying to do, first and foremost, is to protect
tbousands of jobs in every part of tbe country.

In tbîs regard, if we consider tbe substance of tbe arnend-
ment moved by my colleague, as well as tbose moved by NDP
members, we realize tbat tbe purpose of ail tbese amendrnents
is to make sure that wben foreign investors take over existing
plants or build new ones in Canada, it will not result in a loss
of jobs as is tbe case at tbe present time. Also, tbey would bave
to agree to continue tbe development of tbe region togetber
witb community groups. And finally, to make sure tbat tbey
are not setting up sbop just to be able to dump tbeir products
in our market and to force tbe closure of a competitor wbo is
doîng just fine.

We know tbat the textile industry is ratber sbaky. Are we
going to let foreign investors corne to Canada and jeopardize
the future of our own companies wbicb can hardly survive? It
would be untbinkable! I believe tbat tbe information sbould be
made public and tbat tbe member of Parliament representing
tbe area sbould be tbe first to know, or perbaps tbe Progressive
Conservative members do not give a damn about tbeir con-
stituents, preferring to travel extensîvely, ignore tbe problerns
and enjoy the good life. But 1 do not tbink tbere are many like
tbat, Mr. Speaker. I know a number of tbem wbo are bonest
and sincere and wbo are eager to work for and defend tbeir
constituents. Tbese people should support our arnendrnents,
Mr. Speaker.

I could add a great many tbings to try to convince
tbem, but, unfortunately, tbey will flot listen.
