The Srveral expressions liereinafter refenvd to sh;d!, when ii.ed in this agree-
ment, have the signification and meaning following :

• The Company,"—The Windsor
and Annapolis Railway Company, limited.

"The Authorities,"—The Department of the (Government of Canada, which, for
the time being, shall have the command or control of the Nova Scotia Railways.' 40

The Trunk Line,"—So much of the Nova Scotia Railway, with the hranches, ap-
purtenances, huildings, and conveniences thereto belonging or attached as lies between
the Terminus at Halifax, and the Windsor Junction (both inclusive), together with
any extensions into Halifax hereafter to he made.

'The Windsor Branch, '—So much of the Nova Scotia Railway, with the branches,
buildings, api.urtenances, and other C(mveniene,s tliereto belongiiig or attached as lies'

between the said Windsor Junction and the Junction of such Railway, with the
Wiinlsor nnd AnnapoHs Rnihvay at or near Wind.sor.

"Tlu'Superiritendent,"-The Superintendent or other otlicer, for the time bein-
managing the Nova Scotia Railways.
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" The Manager,"—The General Manager or other i)tficer, for the time

managing the Windsor and Annapolis Railway.

2.—The Company (meaning the plaintiHsj shall except, for the purpose of the
Authorities, (meaning the Government of Can.ida) in maintaining the Railway and
works have the exclusive use of the Windsor Branch, with all station accommoda-
tion, engine .sheds and other conveniences (but not inclu.ling lolling stock an.l tools
for repairs) now in use thereoi.

:$.—The Company shall al h) use, to the extent reipiired for its tvaHic, the Trunk
Line with tlie station acconim .ilation thereon, including engine shed accommodation
for fire engines, water sui.ply, fuel stages, turntabl.'s, signa's, telegraphs, wharves, sid-
ings nnd other con

.
enjeiic, ., l.ut not including machine shops and other .shops, build-

ings and appliance- for icpiiirs of rolling stock.

4..—The company shall ruii every day, Sutidays excepted, between Halifax and
Windsor, Tiot less than two trains each way, carrying passengers, and shall adopt the
.same tolls as at present levied, or such other tolls as may from tnne to time be ap-
proved of by the (iovernor in Council, and shall furnish and maintain its own rollintf
stock.

5.—The authorities shall maintain in workable condition tlu' Windsor Branch
and the Trunk Line, including all the station accommodation and other conveniences
thereon.

().—The t 'ompany shall, on the Wind.sor Branch, employ tlu^ir ov/n Station Agents,
Booking Clerks, Watchmen, Porters, Signalmen, Switchmen' an<l other servants, for the
management of the trallie.
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
