Andrassy 1is the candidate of the
Germans and Magyars. He is the

great partisan for closer alliance be-
tween Germany and ‘Austria-Hungary
His nomintaion would give satisfac-
tion to Germany, but at the same time
it would be considered by the Slavs as
a challenge, whom Andrassy would
want, as stated many times, to govern
with a horsewhip.”
