Some Ministers Urge That It is Time
to Suggest a Reasonable
Proposal.

St. Petersburg, March 20___(10_& a.n.)
—While Emperor Nicholas, whose word
is final, still declines to abandon the
prosecution of the war, and the gov-
ernment maintains its ability to- con-
tirue the conflict, the Associated Prass
is in a position to state that powerful
influences, including several of the em=
peror’s own ministers, are now strongly
urging that the time has come to indi-
cate to Japan Russia’'s desire for peace
upon a reasonable basis. Should Ja=
pan then attempt to impose too oner-
ous conditions these jnfluences argue
that in view of the universal wish to see
the bloody conflict ended Russia’'s po-
gition will be strengthened abroad by

the alienation of sympathy from Ja-

pan and the situation at home improved

when the nation is made to understand

that the emperor’'s pacific proposals

heve been met with impossible terms.
One Minister Speaks.

One of the emperor's ministers in a
conversation with the Associated ‘Press
sajd: ‘“We have suffered bitter defeat
on land and sea- We can, however,
still continue the war. But both coun-
tries have suffered great losses in blood
and treasure, and it would only profit
the rivals of both were we to fight on
until one or the other is exhausted.
Russia has a hard task fighting the war
against such adversaries six thousand
miles from home; and 1 contend she
can make a dignified peace, without
glory, but not without honor. As the
vietor on land and sea, Japan can af-
ford to remember, as Bismarck did at
the conclusion of Austro-Prussian war,
that two countries whieh must
the long future as neighbors may need
each other's friendship. Japan
consider the time propi
count of the situation in European
Russia to try and crush us.

FATHER LAWLER 1S DEAD
PIONEER R.C. NISSIONARY

InHis 88th Year, Passes Away in
Toronto™ After Long Iliness—
Known Thruout the Province.

Rev. Father Edmund Burke Lawler,
one of the pioneer Roman Catholic
Church missionaries in Ontario, and
one of the best known and best loved
clergymen lQ the province, died yester=
day in his 88th year, his death follow=
ing an iliness extending over - three
years. ather Lawler was born of good
old Irish family in Boston in 1818. His
name he gained from his uncle, Bishop
Edmund Burke, the first apostolic dele-
gate to Canada. Altho American born,
Father Lawler was British at heart,
and when his early education was com-
pleted in the Boston schools he entered
on his college course at Montreal. Nine
years he spent there, three in the theo-
logical seminary. Then he took orders
at Kingston at the hands of Bishop
Phelan. For a time he labored in King-
ston, but when made missionary in
North Hastings he took up the life
work that mage him known and loved
thruout the province. Early and late
he labored when Ontario provided few;
of the comfort that there are row, ana
to his perseverance in the face of the
difficulties heghad to cope with was
due the vigor of his later years.

When Father Lawler gave up )\15 work
as a missionary he settled down among
his books, for he was an ardent stu-
dent even to the end, and became Sun-
day chaplain to the ladies of Lotetto.

At his home, 435 Jarvis-street, the
veteran missionary spemt the last years
of his life, extending his klndllness.nt
heart to all who came swithin the wide
circle of his acquaintanceship.

Three years”ago he showed signs cf
failing strength, and a shadow came
on his life when he was prevented from
moving around as his vigorous spirit
demanded. Some weeks ago his medical
attendant, Dr. I. H. Cameron,announc=
ed to his friends that it was his last
illness. Yest‘zrday morning, with is
best loved at his bedside the old clergy-
man received the last rites of the
church at the hands of his old friend
and companion, Father McEntee. He
bestowed a last plessing and fell asleep.

His lifelong wish that he be burizd
under the British flag will be honored.

INTERNATIONAL CHAMBER AGAIN|

David Lubin, the Originator of the Ides,

in Vienna, and Progress Made.

Vienna. March 19.—A further decided
step towards the establishment of an
international chamber of agriculture,
proposed by David Lubin of California,
and initiated among the powers of the
world by King Victor Emmanuel of
Italy, was taken in Vienna to-day.

At the invitation of Reichsritter Ho-
henlum, the head of the Austrian de-
partment for the protection of agricul-
ture and forests, there assembled here
to-day representatives of agricultural
interests of Germany,Austria-Hungary,
Snain and Italy for the purpose of in-
forming themselves concerning the pro-
posed chamber.

The conference was opened by Mr.
Lubin, who read an interesting address,
fully explaining the plan and scope of
the enterprise. Several members, in-
¢luding Prince Borghese of the Italian

committee, to which was entrusted the

carrying
rangements for the conference of na-
tions held in Rome, were present and
reported on progress.

Members of the congress will com-
municate to their respective organiza-
tions the information acquired at to-
day’s meeting, thru the “commendable,
foresighted initiative of the King of
italy,” which was declared to be of the
greatest importance and value to na-
tional and international agriculture.

King Victor Emmanuel's efforts\were
fully endorsed, and the confefence ex-
pressed the opinion that the co-dpera-
tion of the existing agricultural insti-
tutions would be secured in furthering
international communication in the so-
Jution of agricultural problems.

The conference especially recom-
mended the holding of international
agricultural congresses at propitious
times and the establishment of an in-
ternational agricultural association to
