Sincerely Protes­
tant ns I always have been and always shall 
be. and Indignant ns I am at those who 
call themselves Protestants, while they are 
flnlle the contrary, I much regret the un­
christian snd Intolerant spirit exhibited by 
many people at the public meetings. I can- 
hot hear to hear the abuse of the Catholic 
rel'glon. which Is so painful and orncl to­
wards the many good and Innocent Roman 
Catholics."
