Suoh an Imperial policy 
would, without doubt, secure to them 
an extension of their lease of power. 
If present opportunities are neglected, 
their defeat may take place at the next 
general election. History may repeat 
itself, and there h a possibility that 
causes similar to those which caused the 
defeat of Sir Charles Tapper's Govern­
ment may effect the rain of that of 
Lord Salisbury.

The feeling that the United States 

entertains towards Great Britain will 
soon be pot to a practical test As an 
outcome of Its wair with Spain, the 
United States will shortly find itself do 
possession of a limited colonial empire. 
It is generally conceded, even by United 
States journals, that Great Britain s 
decision to ignore the proposed European 
concert had as much to do with the 
successful Issue of the war 
American army and navy.
United States propose to recognize the 
assistance it received from Great Britain 
in any practical way? Or will the ex­
pression of its gratitude to Great Britain 
be limited to a formal vote of thanks 
and nothing more? We shall soon see. 
Great Britain never expects that the 
United States will repay its debt to the 
Mother Country in dollars and cents, but 
it may not unreasonably hope that a 
sense of gratitude will have some effect 
on the American mind in the near settle­
ment of various questions hi which 
Great Britain is more or less directly 
interested- In the first place does the 
United States propose thait Great Britain 
shall have access, on equal terms with 
herself, to the markets of the American 
colonies that have been secured with the 
Mother Country’s assistance? Free 
access to these markets would be one 
tangible way in which the United States 
could show its gratitude to the country 
through whose moral support the acquisi­
tion of these markets was secured. 
We shall see just how much the Ameri­
cans really appreciate the spontaneity 
and enthusiasm that Britain manifested, 
before the first shot wajs fired, towards 
the American cause.

Then the attitude of the United States 
towards Great Britain will be put to a 
practical test at the Quebec conference. 
Do the Americans regard the conference 
as a purely business affair in which they 
will strive to drive the closest bargain 
possible? Or are they disposed to allow 
a sense of gratitude to influence them to 
some extent in the settlement of the 
varions questions in dispute between the 
two countries? Not that Canada or 
Great Britain expects any favors to 
which they are not entitled, but under 
the circumstances we might reasonably 
expect that the United States will ap­
proach the questions to engage the at­
tention of the conference in a somewhat 
different spirit to that which! she has 
evinced on all previous conferences and 
arbitrations. Is the United States go­
ing to insist on getting a bargain? Is 
«he looking to get something for noth­
ing? We shall see.

Having succeeded, in a degree at least, 
in bis Imperial penny postage project, 
Henniker Heaton is now directing his 
attention to Imperial cable expansion. 
He suggests a reduction in the scale of 
charges for cable messages that is 
startling in its extravagance. The scale 
he proposes is as follows : a penny a 
word between Great Britain and 
Europe; three pence to Canada and 
India; and six pence to Australia and 
Africa. He maintains that at these 
rates the lines would return large pro­
fits. Furthermore he thinks they should 
only be temporary, until it is possible 
to establish an Imperial penny cable, 
which is, in his opinion, what the Em­
pire should possess- In an interview 
which appears in The London Daily 
Mail, Mr. Heaton says that Mr. 
Chamberlain is convinced of the value 
of the abolition of the present high, 
rates, which is only possible by the 
Government’s breaking the cable mono­
polies and acquiring a system that will 
make London the nerve centre of the 
world.

rn>M IMPERIAL HESITATION.
The wave of Imperial sentiment which 

passed over Great Britain last year still 
gives occasional signs of life in the 
proceedings of some of the political so­
cieties there. Last month the annual 
conference of the Lancashire and 
Cheshire Conservative Working Men’s 
Federation was held at Blackpool and, 
among other things, they .debated the 
following resolution proposed by Coun­
cillor Bennett of Warrington :

“That, having regard -to the continuous 
growth of onr Dominions, and the in­
creasing rivalry of Foreign Powers, this 
Conference desires to urge upon the 
Government the importance of further 
strengthening. The army and navy is 
of opinion that both might be recruited 
with advantage from the colonies; and 
believes that the time is ripe to invite 
all parts of the empire to definitely 
contribute to their maintenance by as­
senting to the imposition in all its ports 
of a small special tax on foreign goods 
to be (implied to purposes of imperial 
defence."
’ W. H. Seton-ICarr, M P., was chair­
man of the conferences and, at his 
gestion, the words from “by assenting” 
to the end of the resolution were de­
bated in order as he said “to avoid 
division of opinion.” 
seen that a small special tax on foreign 
goods is not yet by 
favorite proposal in the Old Country, 
not even when its object is to strengthen 
the fleet and armies of the Empire.

It must, however, be remembered that 
Mr. Seton-Karr is the advocate of the 
establishment of national gramnries in 
England, in order to keep its population 
from starving on the outbreak of war, 
and, on this account, may have been 
averse to the proposal of “a more 
collent way” for meeting such a contin­
gency. Like many other leaders he may 
also have grudgedi the slight preference 
which such a tax as the one suggested 
would have conferred upon colonial pro­
ducts.
