Additional attempts have been made un­

officially this week to use the threatened 
fate of Johannesburg as a weapon to gain 
some promise of a concession from Great 
Britain. So far as known this has failed 
entirely. The probability Increases, there­
fore, that the Baud mines will be destroyed 
by dynamite. This not unnatural act of re­
venge may indeed be the only condition 
upon which the Lrreconclables among the 
Boers wlH consent to allow the peace fac­
tion to make submission.

The tendency In this country is to regard 
all Pretoria telegrams to the effect that 
the Transvaal Government is unable to re­
sist the demand for the destruction of the 
mines aa mere bluff. This is a natural 
suspicion, but It Is hardly justified. Ac­
cording to the best Boer Information, the 
owners of the Rand mines in the Transvaal 
are regarded as the chief instigators of 
the war. Gold is consldereft, of course, 
the real lodestone that is drawing Great 
Britain to the Boers’ country, and the 
latter would be more than human If they 
did not desire to damage its source as much 
as possible. Furthermore, there are a 
large number of Transvaalens who will 
not remain In the country under British 
rule, and they have nothing to lose by 
doing everything possible that la detri­
mental to the usurpers.

Where Will Boers Go f
Ever since January leading Boers have 

been discussing the direction of their next 
trek. Many favor going to Brazil or the 
Argentine republic. Some of them advo­
cate negotiating with France for a section 
of Madagascar, where there Is said to be 
an exeeelient climate inland.

Peace seems, on the whole, not far off, 
but the owners of the Johannesburg mines 
cannot expect to escape scathless. As a 
matter of fact, the destruction of the mines, 
In the real sense of the word, is simply 
Impossible. Immense damage can be done 
to the machinery, workings, etc., and an 
enormous expense must be incurred, but 
the gold will remain and will be still at­
tainable.

London, May 26.—(N. Y. Sun cable.)— 
The chief Interest of the war now centres 
on the date of its conclusion. It Is rather 
curious that the favored day In most of the 
military estimates Is July 4.

Gen. Lord Roberts has shown an interest­
ing predilection to select important anni­
versaries for the execution of his principal 
plans. It was on. Majuba Day that he 
forced Cronje to surrender, and it was on 
the Queen's Birthday that he began his in­
vasion of the Transvaal. It Is hardly pos 
slide that thds great Irish soldier should 
select the birthday of one republic for 
the destruction of another. It would be 
an act of bad taste, amounting almost to 
a direct affront, and Gen. Roberts has 
never been accused of being wanting in 
tact.

But if the Information which comes 
from many Boer sources means anything, 
the war will be finished well within, the 
ensuing month. There is now ample auth­
ority for the statement that the Transvaal 
Government asked Great Britain for terms 
of peace nearly a month ago. It was the 
relentless reply, equivalent to a demand 
for unconditional surrender, which alone 
united the fédérais for further resistance.

What Kroger Is Doing.
President Kruger, even now, is willing 

to accept the inevitable without further 
bloodshed, for the Boer leaders can no 
longer deceive themselves with false hopes. 
A Spartan spirit, however, still dominates 
a large number of the burghers and they 
are ready to fight hopelessly with the 
same determination as tho a chance of re­
taining their independence remained. This 
indomitable band, however, diminishes 
daily in number.
