That was an opportune
time to press home the policy always ad-
vocated by Bir Charles, namely, that the
products of the colonies should be admitted
to the British markets free, and Great Bri-
tain should adopt a policy toward the
colonles putting them on a mope favorable
footing than foreign countriesi  In short
that Great Britain should impose a moder-
ate duty on all foreign productg imported
‘that competed with colonial products,
[Applause.]

Colonies Would Have First Choice.

Then the products of the colonies would
have first choice In the markets of Great
Britaln and Canada would benefit enormous:
ly.. In England prominent statesmen had
spoken favorably of this policy, and ‘when
all men thought only of the colonles and
the Queen at the Diamond Jubllee, it was
the moment of moments In which a sug-
gestion along this line would have been ac-
cepted by Great Britain.

How Sir Wilfrid Switched. "

But when it was discussed by the colo-
nial Premiers and the Premler of England,
Sir Wilfrid opposed It, and dragged for-
ward his own poilcy of Imperialism. What
was that policy? In a word, to unite the
Empire by colonlal representation in the
Imperial House of Commons. It was start.
ling. Under it Canada would relinquish
her dearest right of self-government and
sénd a few men to represent her across the
sea at Westminster, and have to bear much
added taxation. It was this policy of Sir
Wiifrid that was too English for Sir
Charles, [Cheers.)

Would Be Too English,

Any policy that took away the right of 8
free people to tax themselves in their own
natlonal Parllament was ‘tpo Kngligh tor
him. [Cheers.] The man who would toler-
ate such an Invasion of the rights of

Canadians was a traitor to his tountry.
[Cheers.]

The Conservative Policy,

Sir Charles then enlargéd upon the Con-
servative policy of mutual preferential
trade without colonfal representation, and
predicted the electors of Canada would
speak with one voice on thig point at the
Dext election.

The Lists in Manitoba,

To prove this, he said that in Manitoba
the Government appointed clerks to make
up the lists, and gave them power to put on
only those whom they chose, The result was
that hundreds of Conservatives entitled to
vote were left off, and hundreds of Liberals
not entitled to vote were put on. Of 300
Jewish voters in XNorth Winnipeg, 90 per
cent. of whom always voted Conservative,
not a single one was put on the list.
