tee Funds of Immigrants-.
Washington, July A despatch from 

Honolulu, bearing date of July 16, says : 
The Government has decided to use for its 
current financial needs about $235,000, 
which was put up by Chinese Immigrants, 
who entered the country under contracts 
with the Republic of Hawaii.
Consul Yang Wei Pin has made a protest, 
which he is said to have forwarded to 
Washington. The money has been lying 
Idle In a local bank. It Is the deposits of 
Chinese who came here to work as planta­
tion. laborers, each of whom was required 
by the old government to put up $36 as a 
guarantee that he would do only plantation 
work, the money to be refunded to pay 
the passage of any who wanted to go 
home. The consul feared that applicants 
would no longer be able to get their 
money. In reply to his protest, acting 
Governor Cooper wrote the consul inform­
ing him that the deposits would be paid 
to Chinese entitled to them, as formerly.
