New York, Nov. 5.—Seth Low, former
President of Columbia University, and four
years ago the Citizens’ Union candidate
for Mayor of Greater New York, was to-
day elected the second Mayor of Greater
New York by a plurality ranging anywhere
from-30,000 to 40,000, defeating Bdward M.
ghepard of Brooklyn, the Democratlc no-

minee. The campaign was an exciting one,
and the vote,tho somewhat less than in the
Ppresidential election a year ago, was the
Jargest ever polled:ln a maunicipal contest
in this country.

Jerome Wins,

In addition to the canvass for Mayor,
public interest largely centered in the nom-
nation by the Fuslonists of William Trav-
ers Jerome for District Attorney, and
Mayor Robert A. Van Wyck by the Demo-
crats for Jusiice of the Supreme Court.
Both the candidates for District Attorney
and Justice of the Supreme Court were
voted for ohly in the territory contalned
in New York County. Returns recelved
uvp to 11 p.m. indicate that Jerome had
been elected by & comfortable plurality,
and that Mayor Van Wyck had been de-
feated, the latter running behind his ticket
from 15,000 to 20,000.

Returns also indicate the complete tri-
umph of the Greater New York Fusion
Hicket, Charles Vincent Fornes, the nominee
of the Citizens' Union and the Republicans,
defeating George M. Van Hoesen, the
Democratic nominee for president -of the
Board of Aldermen. E. M. Grout, for the
past four years Demoeratic President of
the Borough of Brooklyn, now the Fusion-
{-t nominee for Comptroller, has also de-
feated W. W. Ladd, jr., Democrat.

Reports received from the various sec-
¢ions of New York State show that the
Republicans will retaln control of the Low-
er House of the State Legislature. In the
various municipal contests reported from
up the State, the most interesting elections
noted were those of Albany, Troy, Roch-
ester, Syracuse and Buffalo.

Largest Ever,
It is estimated that between 40,000 and

50,000 people were massed in Broadway
between 22nd-street and 88th-stjreet to
watch for the returns. According to the
police and old residents of this city, the
crowd was by far the greatest that had
ever congregated to watch for the returns
of a local election.

MORE LOOT FROM CHINA.

Antique Cannon From Walls of Pa-
kin Arrive in Germany.
London, Nov. 5.—The steamship Kre-
feld, says the Berlin correspondent of The
Times, has just brought to Germany 175
ancient bronze guns, which formerly stood

on the walls of Pekin.

The inscriptions on thé guns show that
they were cast more than 200 years ago,
in Chinese arsenals. under the superin-
tendence of the Jesuits. The Krefeld also
brought a number of Chinese' gun car-
riages, with ammunition and wagons.

The most ornamental’ of the guns will
be placed in the Naval Museum at Beriin.
The others will be melted for the sake of
the bronze in them.

The guns mentioned In the foregoing
were probably made in the early part of
the 17th century. The Jesuits first entered
China In 1580, and, in spite of various
edicts against them, succeeded in increas-
ing their influence to a remarkable ex-
tent. Schaal, a German Jesuit, about the
year 1630, became one of the foremost'
men in the ¥mpire, and, some time after-
ward, the founder of the present dynasty,
ihe Manchus, ordered him to reform the
calendar.

Most of the famous astronomical instru-
ments at Pekin, some of which have re-
cently been taken to Germany, were made
at about the same perlod as the cannon
referred to in the despatch.

New Graves Found for Pioneer He-
brews of the Province of
Quebec.

JEWISH = FEELINGS OUTRAGED.

Ground Unconsecrated, and Owner
May Dump Bones Into Ditch
if He Feels Like It

Montreal, Nov. 5.—The Hebrews of this
Province are up In arms over a case, de-
scribed as follows, by Rev. Meldola De-
Sola of this- city: “For nearly a 100
years there has been a Jewish cemetery
in Three Rivers. By regular notarial deed
of gift, it was made the property, not of
one family, nor of omne congregation, but
of all the Israelites of this Province, and
in it were interred the remains of the
ploneers of Judaism in Canada. The grave
of the first Jew who ever came to this
country, and who served In the British
army, was situated in this cemetery.
“The corporation of Three Rivers asked
the courts for power to expropriate the
cemetery, and to remove the bodles, upon
the apparent pretext that the cemetery
was dangerous to public health, altho there
has been'no interment there for 40 or 50
years. We have every reason to belleve
that the true cause of the expropriation
procedings was the desire of a certain In-
dividual living in Three Rivers to acquire
the plot of land for purposes of his own.
“Ag a result of this extraordinary and
most high-handed action, the bodies in-
terred In the old cemetery have been re-
moved to another field, to an unconse
crated plece of ground, and we have been
politely informed that the rites and cere-
monies of the synagogue may now be per-
formed. Not only has the course pur-
sued by these people been most outrageous,
but a very dangerous precedent will have
been established, if this sacrilege be per-
mitted to pass unchallenged.

“As the matter now stands, the owner
of the land in which the bodies have been
buried may, If. he feels so disposed, at
any time, dump into a ditch the remains
of the men who first unfurled the banner
of Judaism in this country, or burn them,
as the old coffin boards were burned on
the site of Dominion-square four decades
ago. We have often spoken of the ser-
vices rendered by the fathers of our com-

gratitude to them. To-day their remains
have not as much as an assured resting
place.”

SIR W, H. WHITE TO RESIGN.

Designer of All the British War-
ships Built Since 1885.

London, Nov. 5.—The Times states that
it has reason to believe that Sir Willlam
H. White, director of naval construction,
who may be said to have created the Brit-
ish fleet as it exists to-day, has decided
to resign, owing to his failing health and
the long-continued strain of officlal re-

sponsibiility.

Sir Willlam Henry White was appointed
Director of Naval Construction in 1885,
and has been responsible for,and frequently
actnal designer of, all tha British war-
ships built sifce then. He was born ab
Devonport in 1845 and educated at the
Royal. School of Architecture, Iin South
Kensington. 1le was graduated at the
head of the list of students, and was at
once appointed to the Construction De-
partment of .the Admiralty, where he re-
mained until 1883, rising thru the various
grades to the rank of chief comstructor.

From 1883 to 1885, he was engaged In
the organization and direction of the ship-
building department of the Elswick Works
of Sir Willlam Armstrong, during which
time he designed and built a number of
warships for foreign navies, with speeds
never attained before then. In 1885, ae
was invited by the Admiralty to take up
his present position.

In 1895, Sir William was knighted. He
has written a ‘“Manual of Naval Architec-
ture,” which has become a standard work,
and has been translated into various
languages.

The only serious failure for which Sir
Willlam has been responsible was in con-
nection with the mew royal yacht, which,
when launched, was found to be topheavy.
Recently she has been made perfectly sea-
worthy, but Sir Willlam was much eriti-
cized in connection with the design. The
fault in the vessel is said to have been
due to an error in calculation.
