Jockey Sues for Racing Fines.

OAKLAND, March 4.—A jockey suing
to recover money paid to a racing asso-
ciation in the shape of fines—that is the
innovation in turf affairs that threatens
to revolutionize the present methods em-
ployed by officials in the management of
race meetings.

Walter Miller is the disgruntled jockey
whe is behind the suit. Smarting under
the enforcement of frequent doses of dis-
cipline in the shape of $200 fines—one of
which he refused to pay—he has engaged
a lawyer to bring an action for the recov-
ery of the mcney, paid into the treasury
of the New California Jockey Club. Milier,
in his complaint, alleges he was unjustly
and harshly treated by .the officials in the
infliction® of many heavy fines.

This is the rfirst case of the kind to
recach the courts. It has been the cus-
tom for all jockeys, trainers and owners
to accept the rulings made by the turf
authorities witiiout applying to the courts.
In every case when a fine was inflicted it
was the custom to pay it promptly,
Until
fines are pajg they act as a suspension
of al!l privileges on race courses.

SCORED DR. HODGETTS

Anti-Vaccination Organizer Says Pro-
vinecial Officer Shows Ignorance.

A vigorous attack on the practice
of vaccination and particularly on its
advocacy by Dr. Hodgetts, provincial
health officer, was ‘made by John H.
Bonner of Leicester, Eng., organizer
of the . National ‘w.Anti-Vaccination
League, in addressing a meeting in
Massey Hall last night. The audience,
while not large, appeared to be strongly
in sympathy with the anti-vaccina-

tion movement. Ald. Bredin was chair-
man.

Mr, Bonner sald that Dr. Hodgetts
showed absolute ignorance in institut-
ing a comparison between the num-
ber of deaths from vaccination and
from the use of chloroform. Dr. Hod-
g%tts was quoted as saying that in
England from 1881 to 1889 there were
only 53 deaths from vaccination, or an
average of one in 14,000, while from
chloroform the death rate was one in
2000. The speaker said such compari-
son was absurd, as vaccination took
place while the patient was full of
health and. vigor, while chloroform was
often used when a patient was “half
dead.” He contended that the vaccina-
tion death rate was acttually mugch
higher, and read a number of fiewspa-
illness
as a result. Doctors In signing death
certificates did not give the cause as
vaccination save when it was directly
traceable,

Referring to Dr. Hodgetts as having

cited the preventive effects of. vac-
cination in the Philippines, he =said
that altho the American soldiers were
vaccinated and re-vaccinated many
times there were from 1898 to 1901 674
cases of smallpox among the soldiers
and 249 deaths, or 37 per cent.
Mr. Bonner said that as a result
of the great smallpox epidemic of 1872,
which had killed 45,000 of the E»g-
lish people, altho vaccination was gen-
eral, Leicester had become a strong-
hold of anti-vacecination and remain-
ed so ever since. The anti-vaccination-
ists gained ground in England two
yvears ago, when penalties for non-
vaccination were removed.

J. G. Nasmith, president of the To-
ronto Anti-Vaccination League, said
that the medical profession were urg-
ing vaccination in their personal in-
terests,

The Sovereign Bank vesterday

" REFORM OF THE SENATE
Hon. Mr. Scott S;E': in Support of His

OTTAWA, March 4.-—(8pecial).~The
senate to-day talked about Iits own
reformation, the Scott plan being the
order. :

Hon. Mr. Scott said that as a Liberal
government in Great Britain was now

in-conflict with the lords and as the
litter body is preparing to yield iis
vested rights to public opinion, the
support of the infperial govermment
could be counted on: for the amend-
ments to the. British North America
Act, which would! be necessary (o
chanze the manner of selecting Can-
adian  senators. He' thought' it would
be a relief to the cabinet if the senate
itself evolved a reéform which would
be dapproved aof by the country.

“The senate should be representative
of all parties and classes, but when
the present (Canadian government took
office they had eleven supporters only
in the senate, and there were sixty-
nine senators’ who had been appointed
by the Conservative government. When
the present government went out the
conditions would be reversed and from
five or six of the provinces it was pro-
bable that there would not be a single .
Conservative senator.

With his: plan in_operation there
would have been nineteen of the new
senators appointed and - -thirty-nine
elected, and the senate would like'v
be composed of forty-six Liberals, ard
forty-one <Conservatives.
