which Cromwell deseribed as his life
work--to act as’constable and keep
reace, That time will come, I hope.
“But this whole subject is not an

a question” of life and death now. In
judging whether that result can be se-
cured by his methods, it is impossible
for us, to forget the past.: For gen-
erations humane mefi, men' of good
will among all nations, have striven
by The Hague convention, by peace
conferences and by all other means to
make  war impossible, or ‘at least to
mitigatesthe herrors of war. - 'When
war éomes, by what means can these
&f,rriem built up against barbarism be
ade effective? They cannot be pre-
.gerved by the belligerents, if any o
them choose to ignore them. It is
only from neutral states'that effective/]
sanction can be given to them.
“What happened? At 'thé very out-
break of the war the Germans swept
aside every one of these barriers. They
tore up treaties which they had them-
selves solemnly signed. They strew_ed
mines in the open sea. They commit-
ted every atrocity o6n sea jand land
against The Hague conventiom which
they had themselves signed. They
made war on women and children.
They destroyed neutrals as ruthlessly
as they did their enemies. They arz
at this mcment driving the population
of conquercd territories into slavery,
and, worse even than that, they are
making some of the subjects of their

own ccuntry. :
"~ No Neutrals Protested.

“All this has bcen done, and no neu-
tral power has been abls to stop it.
No neutra] power, indeed, has made
any protest against it. We must then-
take other means to secure the future
peace of tke world, . SR

“We have rejected the German  of-
fer to epter ints ‘negotiations, not
from lust of conquest or desire for
shining victories. We have rejected
it, mot from a spirit of vindictiveness
or a desire for revenge,.but beciuse
peace now would mean a péace based
on victory. 1t would be a peace which
would leave the military machine un-
broken, with the halo of success sur-
rounding It would leave the con-
trol of that machine in the hands of
the same men who for a generation
prepared for war, who would make the
same preparation again and “who would
choose their own time to plueee
the world into the horrors v;hlch’we
are now enduring. ;

Fight for Wilson's Aig.

“Qur -aim ia the same as President
Wilson’s. What he is longing for we
zre fighting for, our sons and brothers
are risking ‘their lives for, and w2
mean to secure it. The hearts of the
people-of -this country are ionging for
peace; we are praying for peace, for
a-peace which will bring back to us
in safety those who are fighting our
battles, and a pecace  which will mean
that those who will not comne back
have not laid down their lives in vain.

Commenting editorially on Andrew
Bonar Law's specch, 'fhe Daily Chron-
icle says: :

“Mr. Bonar Law has made &« prempt
end pertinent reply to Presidcnt Wil -
sen’s address, and has ndicated with
g!cat clearness the main differcnces
bétween the president’s viewpo:nt ard
our own.

“In the practical world we cannot
safely shape our plans for the fature
without reference to the past dnd the
present, and Bonar Law is jusiified in
his reminder that for that past and
ithe present the Unitgd States has a
share of the respomsibility. We are
bound to ask ourselves what sort of
value. tha- enncurrence of the United
S{ates in international ggreements has
been to their maintenance in the past
and present, and the answer is that
under President Wilson’'s own admin=
istration it has proved valuelcss,
~ “We still think that the president
has made a miscalculation under this
head. He hes acted on the reckoning
that if he stood so far outside the
giruggle @as mnever to protest except
sgainst direct infringemonts of Ameri-
can interests he 'would oe able to in-
tervene with greater acceplance at tihe
end of the war. That might  con-
ceivably have happened, if drawn
ending. of the war were likely. But
that being, in the nature of things,
rearly impossible, his' reckcning was
ar. error which is bound to 'diminish
and not increase the' influence he might
exercise over the final wttlelqmt."
