MORE RADIUM FINDS
IN BUTT TOWNSHIP

Splendid specimens of ‘pitchblende, or
radium, are being taken from six rew
claims in the township of Butt, ..ccord-
ing to Mr. McConkey, town clerk snd
postmaster of Kearney, Ont. In a iet-
ter to a friend in Toronto, he expresses
the opinion that the new finds show the
soundness of the theory that the piten-
blende area is an extensive one.

W. B. Thompson of New York has
completed his work on 5402, the claim
adjoining the Lake Matachewan gold
mine on the east. The drill formerly
in use there is now employed on the

Matachewan gold mine, adjoining the
Lake Matchewan, on the south. Smith
& Travers have now three drills at
work on this property. It will be test-
ed to great depth. Most of the work
heretofore has been in the schist ad-
joinjng the quartz syenite' porphyry.
It is now proposed to have o drill
at work in the porphyry itself.

PRESS EXPLORATION
WORK ON SOVEREICN

Company Owns Three Claims,
One Cornering on the Hol-

linger Consolidated.

The Sovereign Porcupine Mine owns
three claims, one cornering on the
Hollinger Consplidated and adjoining
the Canadian Mining & Finance Co,,
on .the south. The iwo others are
half a mile south in tae first conces-
sion of Tisdale. On the latter group
a very strong vein highly mineralized
with fron sulphide has been discov-
ered lately, This vein is 6 feet wide,
is clearly defined and ean be traced
for several hundred feel. Tho the
assays on the . surface are compara-
tively low, it is believed that rica ore
will come in at a moderate depth. In
fact, this is always looked for in veins
so well mineralized. Sulphide of
iron, otherwise known as iron pyrite,
is by far the most common associate
of gold. In tity it far exceeds
all other mineralg combined and in
a gold region it i regarded as an ex-
cellent indicat of payable values.
In the mines of Porcupine pyrite .is
the principal associate of gold. Oc-
casionally there are sulphides of cop-
per, lead or zinc and sometimes
scheelitd, an ore of tungsten. But in
depth the tendency is towards large
quantities of iron pyrite and small
percentages of quartz. % '

Pyrite is a hard mineral
fire with steel. It crystalizes
various forms, but small fine grained
pyrite is regarded as a better indica-
tion of gold than the coarser varieties.
At s$he recent discovery on the Sov-
ereign the pyrite is very fine grained
and of a gold yellow color. A novice
might think it.was the royal metal
itself and this is one reason 'why
pyrite  is sometimes called ‘fool's

old.”
¥ On the Sovereign Porcupine taereis
also a very wide ,and strong shear
zone similar to taaf on the Hollinger
Consolidated, There are mlso four
closely spaced parallel quartz veins
each abput 5 .eet wide. This prop-
erty is ‘very, promising and vigorous
exploration will begin as sbongas the
snow goes. It is expected, that very
definite results will be obtained with-
in the next six months.
