right and obligation to protect. However, what hon. members
have failed to recognize and what they have failed to say
anything about is the responsibility of the press to this country
and to hon. members.

If hon. members have an obligation to protect freedom, they
also have an obligation to insist upon press responsibility; and
if, in fact, the rights of an hon. member are transgressed, we
have an obligation to impose upon the press its responsibility
either through the courts, through this House or through
telephone calîs. 1 suggest that if a minister has any responsibil-
ity beyond that of a member of parliament, it is to be more
acutely aware of the freedoms and responsibilities the press
has and to insist, even more strongly than a backbencher
would insist, that those freedoms and responsibilities are
honoured. In no way does that detract from the indîvidual
rights of hon. members of this House or of citizens of this
country. In terms of protecting themselves and protecting hon.
members of this House, the responsibilities of ministers are
more acute because they also have to protect ail the citizens of
this country.

Mr. Speaker: There are other hon. members who have been
encouraged to contribute at this late hour of the debate. We
have now spent almost two hours on the subjeet. It is not that
it is not an important subject, but we are prejudicing and
putting in jeopardy one of the few remaining allotted days for
opposition commentary in the House, and I do not want to
restrict the rights of hon. members. After ail, we are not
deaîing with the course of conduct of one minister. Reference
has been made in a rather dramatic way to that course of
conduct, but the reference must be taken as an indication of
support for the main question which is really of a much
broader context and is quite a different question. That broader
question relates to some remarks made by the hon. member for
Maisonneuve- Rosemont (Mr. Joyal) who has indicated, for
valid reasons, his absence and his desire to participate. There-
fore, the matter will stand until then. If there are other hon.
members who wish to participate at that time, perhaps they
could hold their comments now s0 that we can observe the
opposition day.
