DOUNUS O JAGGED ROCKS

At Nine o'Clock Last Night it Was
Feared Crew of Four Would
Be Drowned.

Woods Hole, Mass.,, Nov. 13.—The two-
masted schooner Earcularius, Captain Nel-
son, of Rockland, A‘aln(‘. went ashore in
the northeast gale shortly before
dark to-night, three-quarters of a
mile west of Tarpaulin Cove, on the Island
of Naushen, At the
breaking over the craft masthead high, No
trace of the crew, of four has been found,
and fears are entertained for their safety.
The vessel is in a.particularly exposed-con-
dition, and the chances of her being saved
are slight,

Keeper Carson of the
lighthouse, and a man named Robinson,
one of the keepers of the Forbes estate,
saw the schooner when she struck. It was

Vineyard Sound from the and
was proceeding under her foresail ‘the
gale being too fierce to permit more canvas
being carried, 'The schooner tacked and
tried to work into the cove for an auu:hm-’
age, but the wind bore her off, and as shd
swung away she struck with a crash upon
a ledge of rocks not more than 100 yards
from the lighthouse.

Carson and Robinson were unable to ren-
der any assistance to the men on board the
schooner, The crew numbered four men,
and all were plainly seen when the vessel
struck, but darkness set in almost immedi-
ately, and nothing more was seen of the
men or the- vessel,

The nearest life-saving station on the
north side of Vineyard Sound is at Cutty-
bhunk, 20 miles from Tarpaulin Cove. ,0n
the south side of the sound there is a life-
saving station at Gayhead. but that-is too
far away to be of any service in to-night’s
disaster. Keeper Carson had no hoat that
could 1 he launched, and. besides, the seas
were so high that nothing but a surf boat
could possibly escape almost instant de-
strgetion.

No lights were -shown from the schooner
after she struck. and no answer was given
to the frequent hailings of Carson and Rob-
Inson.

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GIVIL LAW AND RELIGION.

A
Position of Seventh Day Adventists
As Stated by Their President.

W. H. Thurston, president of the
Canadian Union Conference of Seventh
Day Adventists, addressed the adher-
ents of thathq&gious sect last night
upon ‘“‘Religious "Liberty and Sunday
Laws.” He took the ground that every

man was free to worship when andlevi#eed no surprise af the news.

how he choose, that Christianity and
religious worship e freedorn, and
that civil government had no right to
legislate in regard to the Sabbath.
What belonged to civil government
must be returned to civil government,
and what belonged to God must be re-
turned to God. As the Lord's Day
belonged to the Lord, and must be ren-
dered to Him, it could not be rendered
to civil government. thus civil govern-
ment had no right to legislate in re-
gard to it. * Civil government has no
right to dictate whether a man should
worship or not; neither had civil gov-
ernment the right to say on what day
he should worship. The principle of
Sunday laws had been wrong since
the days of Constantine. No civil law
should compel a man to abstain from
Jabor on a certain day. He should be
persuaded to abstain and abstain from
principle.

The Seventh Day Adventists in Lon-
don, Ont., were notified that they
should rest on the first day of the
week. It was said that by working
they disturbed others in their devo-
tions on that day. While this was
argued he never heard it -admitted that
those who observed the first day, dis-
turbed those who worshipped on the
seventh day. It was argued that the
majority should rule, but while this
might be right in civil affairs it did not
apply to religious matters.

The state could not come between
man and his maker, King Nebuchad-
nezzar, the Lord's servant, set up an
image and .commanded that when ail
kinds of music were sounded, the
people should bow down and worship
the image. With the exception of
three men all the people did bow down
to the image; but the minority argued
that they had the right to- obey the
dictates of their own conscience, and
did not bow down to the image. They
were cast into a burning fiery furnace
for disobeying a civil command, but
the Lord protected them.

Religious laws and Sunday
were wicked. The law said that
seventh day was the. Sabbath. The
government had no right (it might
bave the might) to compel the first day
week to be observed as the
Sabbath- He had the kindest of feel-
ing for members of the Lord's Day
Alliance; but the prineciples upon which
they worked were wrong. «
