Melancholy occurrence on Loch Lomond.—On Friday.
20th August, about three o’clock, a mast melancholy
accident happened at Tarbet, on Loch Lomond. ~ One
of the small boats dsvally employed intaking passen-
gers to and from the steam-boats plying on Loch Lo-
mond, in going alongside of the Lady of the Lake, was
suddenly, from what cause we have not been able to
ascertain, upset. - The bodies of eight individuals have
been recovered ; but fears are entertained that the full
extent of the awful catastrophe is as yet unknowa.

Further particulars,—Tarbet is o small hamlet oo the
western bank of Loch Lomond ; aod the steamers, in
making the voyage np and dowa the Iake, usually stop
there for u few minutes to land and take on board pas-
sengers. Between two and three o'clock on Friday.
the Lady of the Lake, op her way down the Luch, arri-
ved opposite the place, /and a small boat, with 21 per-
‘sons on board, including the two boatmen, instantly put
off from the shore. The lake was as smooth as glase.
and the steamer only between thirty and forty yards
from the beach ; but owing ta the boat being heavily
laden, and her equilibrium exceedingly delicate, the
unfortunate individuals on board were naturally appre-
hensive of some disaiter. A person, who was standing
on the beach, described the boat as * wabbling” on
from one side ta the other, 1ill it bad vearly reached
the steamer, when it made a ** creen” so alarming, that
4 number of the passengers]siaried up and clustered to
the higher side, when she instantly heeled over and
turoed keel uppermost,” So.suddenly were the whole
of the snfortuoates eagviphed, that only qne or two
shrieks were heard by the crowds on the deck of the
steamer. Notwithstanding the consternation, which
prevailed on board, a boat was promptly lowered, nud,
with-the assistance of one or two skiffs from the shore,
it rescued a pumber of the drowning people. Twa fe-
males wha witoessed the eutastrophe, 'with a heroism
aod promptoess which does them honour, rowed a boat
to the spot, and diew several of the stroggling sufferers
on board. 'They had ne oars, bot one of them vsed a
piese of plank a8 » subsiitute, and the other her hands
One or two men rushed chia-deep info the water, in or-
der to rendér their gl but nof Yelng swimmers, they
nearly perished, with®ut being able o accomplish their
humaune objects.

There are now 400 persons, men and
women, employed in that neighbourhood in the
plantiog of this vegetable, for which they are
paid merely their daily food. More than 2000
persons demanded as a favor to be allowed to
partake in this labour.

The Greek government has resolved to send
three deputies to the Courts of England, France
and Rassia, to return them the thaunks of the
Greek pation for what they had already done,
and to pray for the continuance of their power-
ful protection.

Denmark.—According to an official list late-
ly published at Copenhagen, the Danish navy
consists of three ships of the line, 6 frigates, 4
sloops of war, 2 brigs, 2 schooners, 77 gun-
boats, aud one steam vessel.

ON THE DESIGNS OF RUSSIA.
. By Lieutenant-Colows! de ‘Evan.
~———The peculiar influence of the Russian court is
becoming more and more marked and perceptible-in
several of the continental capitals. The Czars and-
Czarinaihave during several reigns, extended an uncom.
mon and most gracious patronage to almost every lite-
rary or scientific foreigner whe may have come under
their notice. We must therefore be the more op our
‘guard agaiost flattering and exaggerated statements of
the ameliorations introduced into that country. No
government has ever yet availed itself more skilfully or
conctantly of the talentand ability of more advanced
nations than that of Russia has done, “This is a remark-
able, and, in its consequeuces, a mostimportant feature
of its conddct. There is no doubt that arder has been
established, that industry has been promoted,—and the
powers and capabilities of the empire put, ina great
degree, into a course of developement.

But io poiat of political rights or personal freedom
of any kind, the Russians, with some perfectly unim-
Forlnnl exceptions, are essentially in almost as pro-

ound a state of debasement as at the very first day on
which the Great Peter, their reputed jegenerator, as-
cended the throve. ‘Where sach 2 peaple come as
conquerors,” says an impaifial and candid biographer
of the late Czar, ¢ they trample on the existing civili- _
zalion; where there is none, it will certainly not.

'spring up voder their feet.’

The occasional enfranchisement of a few hnodred
slaves which appear io the St. Petersburgh Gazette are
proofs of individual generosity, but of course have no
material effeciywhatever on thisivast population; Alex-,
ander, it is vnderstood, was at one period desirous of .
laying a basis for improvements of a more jost and ex-
tensive natare than As.yet exist; bet was dissvaded by
the magnates and iofluential persons of the court. The
senate is merely & salaried board of functionaries, no-
minated by the sovereign, removable at pleasure, and
employed in the execution of details, judicial, fiscal,
or otherwise, as their services happen to be required.

ercises, and to be held constantly i readiness 1o rein..
force the embodied army, Whether this number s to.
be the maximum, will of conrse depend. upon circum-
stances.

The settlements granted to the Roman Legions were
chiefly for defence, and for services performed. These. .
appear to concern the future more than the past ; and
are obviously calcolated rather to assail tban to protect..
The consequence, if not the intention, is plainly the
foundation of an immense military caste, whose con-
firmed habits and separate interests must no less dis-
pose and qualify them to impose an equally gilliog.

What political institution,. (reuoeratic or otherwite,
csn be inimical to the safety of other states, as the un-
called-for preparation of such. permanent and over-,
whelming meaos of aggression ? , .

The number of seifs stated to belong to the crown is
fonrteen millions; with a still greater proportion of
land.
