Zoo, ‘only tobe electrocuted because
of his contlnued ferociousness, at-
tacked and serously injured Run-
nells.

His circus life ended, the veteran
turned to the stage and vaudeville,
where work was less strenuous, To-
day, he 18 a cripple and ds in re-
tirement.

“In the old days, the young served
apprenticeship in the proper school
and worked up to good places,” he
said. “They were days of the circus
family when one generation after an-
other followed the profession. Now
things are different; people just drift
n

“Every year, I see the circus de-
teriorating. The same thing is true
of minstrelsy. No longer have we
any pantomine. ' The circuses are
dropping away gradually.”

Runnells started in the circus game
when he was five years old, appear-
ing in pantomine sketches with Ma-
dame McCart's show in Scotland. He
was the third member of a troupe
composed of his father and brother.
Later, he broke into riding and ap-
peared with Howers and Cushings
show in London, performing before

Then he traveled successively with
saeveral shows in England, Ireland,
Wales, Spain and Portugal, where
the king witnessed the performance.
He toured Russia 'and Prussia and
the went to Paris.

The old L. B. Lent circus, which
was located on 14th street in New
York, had his services three years.
He was at Niblo’s in 1870 and 1871,
playing in “The Black Crook.” He
played with Barnum, off and on,
fourteen years. In 1876, he went to
South America, where he had many
exciting experlences crossing the
Andes with Carlo Brother’s show.

The old Cooper and Balley circus
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was his next connection—and so on
down the line untll he was injured
by “Thom Thumb.”

“Barnum was & quiet and reserved
man,” Runnells said. “We never saw
much of him because he didn’t mix
with the performers. He would at-
tend the show and then leave. Es-
sentially, he was a business man—
a good one. i

“Bafley was a great showman. He
was a good mixer and at the same
time was very strict. He liked peo-
ple who loved thier work. Once he
had confidence in a man he would
do anything for him.”
