Municipal government in Canada dif­
fers from that in the United States, In 
that, with some recent exceptions, we 
have followed much more closely the 
example of the mother country. The 
council is usually elected in greater 
part, if not wholly, by wards. The 
Mayor, as in England but not in the 
United States, is a member of the 
Council, sitting with and presiding over 
it; he Is, however, usually elected by 
the city at large instead of by the 
council as in England.
