The secret of the meeting of Pre­
mier Poincare and Premier Baldwin 
is a secret still and the political gos­
sips continue to set forth various ver­
sions of what happened in Paris.

Gloucester Mass., Sept. 24—The 
members of the U. S. race committee 
today were waiting a reply to a tele­
gram which they despatched on Sat­
urday to the trustees of the Interna­
tional fishermen’s trophy at Halifax 
in which the position of the U- S. com­
mittee in regard to the eligibility of 
U. S. schooners was plainly stated.

The message to the trustees which 
was the last of a series of messages ex­
changed between Halifax and Glources- 
ter, declared that the elimination races 
in October to choose a challenger for 
the international race would be open 
to all U. S. fishing schooners and the 
committee would certify the winner 
as the U. S. challenger for the trophy 
now held by the Biuenose.

A proposed conference between the 
U. S. race committee and the Halifax 
trustees did not materialize, according 
to members of the committee here, be­
cause the trustees refused to attend 
such a meeting unless it were held in 
Halifax. It was said that the commit­
tee offered to go to any intermediary 
point, such as Bangor or Portland.
New Rule Suggestions.

The new rules which the U- S. com­
mittee wished to discuss were those 
made public almost immediately after 
last years’ race. The rules have to do 
with sparring and displacement and 
in the eyes of Gloucestermen affect 
only U. S. schooners, which are more 
lofty than the squatty Nova Scotia 
vessels. While the areas are not 
markedly different, the Canadian ves­
sels are usually spread lower.
