London, Jan. 28—The rate war start-
ed %y the Hamburg-American Line on
the cancellation of the North Atlantic
steamship pool, is now in full swing,
and it is to be a fight to a finish. The
other steamship lines declare their read-
iness to meet any cuts in steerage rates
made by the Hamburg-American com-
pany, and to meet its challenges at every
pgint. As a result, rates are tumbling
all around.

On February 1 the Hamburg Company
will reduce its steerage rate to New York
to $25 and to other ports to $22.50. The
North German Lloyd Company has is-
sued orders to its agents to make a sim-
jlar reduction and also to follow every
cut, by the Hamburg company, however
and whenever it is made, but it is un-
derstood that the Bremen Company will
not cut its rates lower than the Ham-
burg Company.

Lines to Canada Also

The British lines have now decided to
cut the rates between the continent and
Canada. The Cunard, White Star, Can-
adian Pacific, and Allan lines, and prob-
ably the Donaldson and Royal compan-
ies will reduce their westbound rates
$2.50 and the eastbound ones $5.

Ontario Electors to Decide To-
morrow—Allegation of Use of

Money by Opponents

Toronto, Jan. 27—The Canada Tem-
perance Act is to be voted upon tomer-
row in three counties in OQntario-Huron,
Peel and Welland. This act (popularly
known as the Scott Act), is a dominion
statute. When adopted it <covers the
whole of a county except the cities,
which are voted upon separately. Like
the provincial I 0]
it will prohibit all bar and shop' sales
within the, county limits. i

It is unlike local option in the par-
ticular that the provincial law affects
single municipalities, whereas the feder-
al law operates over a county area.

The Scott Act has been tried in On-
tario. on a Jarge scale in former years.
Between 1885 and 1889 it was in force
in twenty-six Ontario counties and three
cities, but its operation then was not
successful and by 1890 all the districts
reverted to the license system, and
there has been since that year no part
of the province under the Scott Act un-
til last year, when it went into force in
Manitoulin, |

It -is contended that most of the dif-
ficulties which in former years made
the act difficult to enforce have now been
removed and that public sentiment
against the liquor traffic has greatly in-
creased.

IS QUIETLY CARRIED OUT

Capetown, Union of South Africa, Jan
28—The deportation of ten of the prin-
cipal labor leaders, decided on yester-
day by the government, was carried out
so quietly last night, that little was
known of it in South Africa today.
The men who had take a prominent
part in the recent strike arrived in Dur-
ban under a strong guard. At midnight
they were placed on board the steamer
Umgeni, which sailed immediately for
England.

Want Gladstone Recalled.

Glasgow, Scotland, Jan. 28—Resolu-
tions strongly condemning the govern-
ment of South Africa for deporting the
labor leaders and demanding that the
British government recall Viscount
Gladstone, the governor-general, were
passed unanimously today by the an-
nual labor conference here.

Heated speeches were delivered, with
denunciations of the violation of the
most elementary rights of British citi-
zenship, by General Louis Botha, the
premier of South Africa.

James Ramsay Macdonald, a Socialist
and labor member of parliament, de-
scribed the South African government’s
action as “a very cynical conclusion to
the South African war.”

It was said at the council
that the request of the'ladies was for a
referendum at the time of the next civic
elections to ascertain whether or not
the citizens are in favor of the fran-
chise being extended to ¥omen in prov-
incial elections upon the same terms as
in municipal elections.

Mrs. Hgtheway, in her communication
to the mayor writes that their request is
that the vote be given in municipal elec-
tions to married women who pay taxes.
At present the only women who can
vote are widows or spinsters who pay
taxes and the Suffrage Association urges
that the franchise be extended to married
women on the same terms.

New York, Jan. 28—Efforts to have
the registration committee of the Metro-
politan Association of the A. A. U,
members of which suspended Hannes
Kolehmainen and Abel Kiviat pending
an investigation of what the committee
termed a suspicious race on last Satur-
day night, rescind their action, if only
temporarily, in order that the men might
compete tonight in the games of the
Millrose A. C, in Madison Square Gar-
den, have failed

Kiviat put in a personal application
and coupled his statement with a certifi-
cate from his physician, the gist of
which was that he had not been physi-
cally qualified to go anything like his
best at the time of the race and  that
necessarily warranted his miserable
showing. Kiviat said that he had been
badly treated by the committee, because
he had not been given an opportunity
to clear himself from any charges which
might have been brought against him.
John McGowan, the manager of the
games, last night was informed that no
further action wounld be taken by the
registration committee until their an-
nounced session, which would take on
the nature of a trial, on February 4.
All that Kolehmainen has had to say
wus that he had done his best.
