Beat very light one egg, one teaspoon 
salt, one teaspoon of sugar, half cup of 
cooked rice, one cup milk, one cup Hour, 
one teaspoon of baking powder and fry on 
griddle greased with Bird.

LEMON PUDDING.
Cream one cup of sugar and three table­

spoons of butter, add yolks of four eggs, 
then two cups bread crumbs and one quart 
milk with juice and rind of one lemon, one 
teaspoon of salt; mix till smooth, put in 
greased baking dish and bake; beat whites 
of eggs with one cup powdered sugar and 
juice of one lemon; spread on top of pud­
ding and brown.

MUTTON AND TOMATO PIE.
Spread the bottom of a greased fireproof 

dish with bread crumbs and fill the dish 
with alternate layers of thinly sliced cold 
mutton and slices of peeled tomatoes. Sea­
son each layer with salt, pepper and dots 
of butter. Make the top layer of tomatoes 
sprinkle with bread crumbs and dot with 
little pieces of butter. Bake in a moderate 
oven for three quarters of an hour and 
serve very hot.

ion in the German army. The following 
instance will go to prove what I have al­
ways stated in these letters—that Emper­
or William has ddne more than any other 
sovereign in Europe to reduce duelling to 
à minimum.

Count Hoick, lieutenant of the 3rd Lan­
cers of the Guard, and champion gentle­
man-rider of the German turf, hitherto sta­
tioned with his regiment in Potsdam, 
has spent much of his time, being a gay 
bachelor, under the roof of his most inti­
mate friend and comrade, Lieut . von Holi- 
berg, of the same corps.

Hohberg is married to an extremely pret­
ty woman, daughter of Baron von Rhein- 
haven, now governor of the Rhine prov­
inces and formerly minister of finamce. 
Potsdam, like other garrison towns, is a 
hot-bed of unkindly gossip; and in course 
of time, the talk about the alleged infatua- 
ation of Hoick for his friend’s wife became 
so general that the regimental authorities 
were obliged, in the interest of both offi­
cers concerned, to take notice of it.

A court of honor being summoned, to 
debate whether or no there was any ne­
cessity of compelling von Hohberg to chal­
lenge Count Hoick and thus relieve himself

that, owing to his wife’s behavior, her 
sedation with the regiment has become in­
tolerable. He then has the alternative of 
resigning his commission or of ridding the 
regiment of his wife. Flirtation, under the 
circumstances, is attended by a good deal 
of risk.
