Ottawa, Sept. 25—For the purpose of
aiding its own ships in further observation
and research work in the Hudson Bay the
government will send a ship with a large
supply of coal for the establishment of a
coal depot at Saylek, which is half-way
between the Atlantic Ocean and Hudson
Straits on the Labrador coast.
